Catalogue Description:  Majors and Minors will select a topic from their area of study,

develop a research plan, and implement the plan to produce a final work that will be

presented at an open forum for the conclusion of the semester.  Seminar sessions will

be held throughout the semester to cover topics of interest to the participants and the

enhancement of their understanding of the field.
Goal:  to present to the graduating student majoring or minoring in religious studies both 

an opportunity as well as a challenge to do significant reflection, research and writing. 

The student is to write a summary paper that expresses in an organic way the student’s theological movement through their program of studies in the discipline of religion. 
This project will serve as a cumulative and integrative expression of the student’s 
coursework in the field of religious studies, as well as being an expression of the student’s
interest and expertise in articulating the totality of an undergraduate’s academic theological journey. 
The student is to produce a written paper of not less than twenty-five (25) typed pages (with appropriate format, footnoting and bibliography) – the content of which will serve as an indicator of the student’s immersion in and grasp of the field’s focus and outcomes, noting relevant program experiences and citing materials and/or authors relevant to the program of studies.

The student will be asked to present their exit-course paper in both written and oral formats.  Seminar students may also be asked to provide and/or display some previous papers & projects produced during their course of studies (which may also help in assessment of the program’s success with regard to achievement of department and course learning outcomes).  Religion majors must undertake RE#487 (Community Service Project), while all are encouraged to have engaged in Service Learning throughout their years here at CUH.   There is need for some display of coordination between the student’s academic program and their lived experience of service fieldwork in one or more programs.  

Requirements:  the student will work in conjunction with the appointed seminar director,

and, in light of their discussions, the student will undertake independent study and research 

on the agreed-upon project.  Throughout the seminar the student will meet with the director 

for further discussion and direction on how to bring the project to its desired and timely conclusion.  At seminar’s end the student will present the paper in written format as described above, as well as be prepared for presentation of its intent and content within an appropriate 

setting of peers and invited faculty at Chaminade.  Seminar students will also be invited throughout the semester to participate in events of special interest to our religious studies’ students.  Such events as they are available in any given semester may be held either on or off campus.
