	DESCRIPTION:  Catalog:  “Introduction to the theories and to the scientific research methodology and knowledge, as they relate to the understanding of the structure, process, and functions of society and human behavior; exposure to the major issues, such as deviance, class, gender and race relations, and to the major social institutions, like the family, that make up society.”  In other words, the course is designed to introduce students to the discipline of Sociology, its “sociological imagination,” theories of society and human interaction, and research methods. The components of society, its basic social institutions, the role of the diversity of culture and groups in how we live, who we are, how we interact with one another, and how sociologists study social life.  Major sociological theories will be the underlying threads that tie all the chapters together, as means for understanding the subject matter and issues brought up in each chapter.  Class discussions and small group presentations will be interspersed throughout the term, under the assumption that learning occurs through interaction with others.
Program Outcomes

Students will demonstrate:

(1) the reciprocal relationships between the individual and the group (ethnic or society);

(2) anthropological and sociological concepts and appropriate use of the discipline terminology;

(3) summarize basic knowledge, questions and issues in substantive areas of sociology and anthropology.

Course Student Learning Outcomes

Students are expected to demonstrate the ability:

to think critically about and analyze everyday life and social events from the sociological perspective;

to know the major theoretical perspectives in sociology;

to be able to do basic sociological research; 

to understand the social nature of the basic social institutions of society; 

to be able to apply social theory in their understandings of everyday life, 

to be able to demonstrate an understanding of cultural relativism in a culturally diverse society & world; 

to be able to explain, sociologically, major social issues, such as racism, sexism, etc., and

to work collaboratively in small group tasks in order to explore and explain topical issues in social life.

Reaction Papers:  The reaction papers are typed, double-spaced, 3-page essays.  They do not require exhaustive research, but if you do plan to reference from the literature, be sure you properly site your paper by giving credit to the named author.  The purpose behind the reaction papers is precisely what it says, to discuss your personal reaction to the pertinent sociological issue, problem, or concept discussed during the previous lecture(s).  Please use your critical thinking in analyzing the social issue or problem presented.  The use of your sociological imagination will be very important in addressing the topic in question.  I will have the reaction paper questions prepared for you, one week ahead of time, on Oct. 24th and Nov 21st, respectively, before the reaction papers are due the following Saturday (Oct 31st and Nov 28th).  Each reaction paper is worth 10 points or 10% of your grade, totaling 20 points or 20% of your total grade.

Research Project Presentation: On the 5th session, Nov 7th, I will handout your research project assignment. You will choose the particular research topic available.  Please be ready to present your research on the last day of class, Sept 9th.  You can use Power Point to present your research, or any type of display/poster board would be an adequate alternative. You will orally present your research, which should be at least a 20 – 30 minute presentation, with questions and answers at the end.  Your research presentation will be worth 20 points or 20 percent of your total grade. 

Group Presentations: Small group presentations of teams between 2 – 3 students will present lecture materials related to various sociological topics.  Each team will discuss a sociological problem of there choosing.  The small group presentation will be worth 10 points or 10 percent of your total grade.

Participation; All students are expected to fully participate in everyday class discussions. Your opinion, ideas, personal experience, and knowledge will contribute greatly to the class.  You will receive full participation credit by receiving 10 points or 10 percent of your total grade.

Mid-Term and Final Exam:  The Mid-Term and Final Exam will include coursework materials and chapters taken from Nijole V. Benokratis; Wadsworth 2009-2010 Ed.; and course materials taken from the lectures.  Both exams will include a combination of multiple- choice questions, short answer questions, and one essay question. There will be opportunities to receive extra credit for both exams.  The Mid-term held on Nov 7 and the Final Exam held on Dec 12 will be worth 20 points each or in total, 40 percent of your total grade.  
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
