Notes on Course Requirements and Percentage of Final Grade
Class Attendance and Participation (20%):  You are required to attend all three of the scheduled meetings on campus. To accommodate late registering students, there will be one make-up class on Monday, Oct. 12 at the regular class time and place.  Weeks 1, 5 and 9 will include the on-campus class as well as eCollege work for those weeks. All eCollege work is considered part of attendance and participation.
Reading Assignments and “Book Talk” (15%):  (a) The textbook chapters will be assigned, read and discussed according to the Weekly Schedule below.               (b)  In addition, you will read and share insights from the professional book you select in our first class meeting. Choose a book that has special interest for you. Share in a 10-minute “book talk” in our second or third on-campus class.
Children’s Literature (15%): Because of its central role in elementary education, you have a two-part assignment.  Throughout the course, you will learn about the many valuable local resources to support children’s reading. Create a book file using the directions given in our first class. (For each of the 8 genres given, one book for lower el and one for upper el. Sample files to be shown in our first class. Genres to be used are picture storybook, traditional, realistic fiction, historical fiction, poetry, fantasy, biography, non-fiction.).

 The second part is to complete the library assignment at any time between now and our second on-campus class.
Observation & Participation / OP (20%) 10 hours of classroom O&P, with reports and discussions on eCollege. Begin as early as possible, with the goal of finishing before the Thanksgiving vacation. Follow all instructions from Amanda Aldridge, Field Services Director. 
Signature Assignment: Lesson Planning: (20%): Every licensure course is required to include a specified assignment to be posted on LiveText. For this course the SA is lesson planning. After working on this in both eCollege and on campus, you will post your SA by the end of Week 10 (Dec. 12). Details follow.

Webliography Assignment (10%):  The tool in eCollege, “webliography,” is an excellent place for us to share online resources.  Throughout the course, when you find an especially useful website to share with the class, complete the steps to post it. Give us a 3-5 line message about the site in connection to our class. Begin by visiting the companion website, www.wiley.com/college/flint . Select Student Companion Site, then Browse by Chapter. Try the Pre-Post Lecture multiple choices questions. Answer keys posted in eCollege. You could also use “Technology Link” sites given throughout the chapters (in margin boxes). Post at least one before our second on-campus class meeting on Nov. 2nd.
Service-Learning Option (for extra credit, not required).  The CUH mission is to prepare students for “life, work and service.”  Since there are so many opportunities to volunteer your service to help children with literacy, I encourage you to consider doing this.  Service-Learning is an opportunity to give back while you learn. Steps: (1) Register at http://www.chaminade.edu/service_learning  (2) find or propose a setting in which you will work directly with children to develop literacy; (3) complete 5 or more hours which can be added to your O&P for a total of 15 S-L hours; (4) evaluate your experience in a 3-4 page paper to be submitted to your instructor and to Candice Sakuda, S-L Director, by the end of Week 9.  The paper should demonstrate an understanding of the connection between academic work and real-life situations. Include answers to some of the questions from the Service-Learning web site, especially: How did your service connect with what you learned in class?
