	Research paper (100 pts): Students will write a 3-5 page research paper that: 
A.  Describes the basic premises of cognitive development theory.

B.  Addresses two of the following major cognitive development theorists: Piaget, Vygotsky, Bruner, or Thelen.

1.  Compare and contrast each theorist’s views on the nature or development of intelligence.

2.  Compare and contrast each theorist’s views on the stages of development from birth through adolescence.

3.  Compare and contrast possible classroom applications of each theorist’s views on cognitive development.

C.  Include in APA format:

1.  In-text citations

2.  A reference page listing your resources.
Submit week 5 via email to instructor

Students may also choose an alternate topic with

the approval of the instructor. 



	Other Assignments
	Weekly reading, reflections and online classroom discussion (100 possible points total): Students are expected to read assigned chapters each week. Students will write minimum 1 page reflections based on the assigned readings.  Students will respond to at least one classmate in a meaningful and relevant way. All discussions are required to be written in APA format using correct citations and at least one reference.  
Lesson Plan (100pts): Students will design a lesson plan utilizing theories learned in the class. Students will also include at least one assessment of student learning.  Lesson plans should be accompanied by a 1 page rationale that explains which learning theories had been applied and in what ways their application benefits the student. This assignment is due week 10. 
Final Exam (100 pts): Students will take a multiple choice exam at the final class meeting. The exam will be 50 questions and will come directly from the course readings. A study guide will be provided in Week 8. Students will be permitted to bring 1 5X7 note-card to the exam.

LATE ASSIGNMENTS: Weekly readings and discussions may be turned in late; however there will be reduction points earned for each day the assignments are late. The two exams and the lesson plan WILL NOT be accepted beyond the due date unless the student makes arrangements with the instructor before the due date or in emergency situations (documented family emergency, medical emergency or military orders).
