Catalog Course Description
Supervised experience in counseling utilizing videotapes, role-playing, audio tapes, and demonstrations. Both group and individualized instruction and supervision are stressed in didactic and experiential settings. Students will spend 100 hours (50 direct service hours, 50 administrative hours) of supervised service at a practicum site.  Supervision will be with a licensed Marriage and Family therapist.  Prerequisites:  PSY 611 636, 741

Program Linking Statement
This course, incorporating a 100 hour supervised marriage and family counseling practicum, develops and assesses the integrative clinical skills and competencies for the MSCP program student learning outcome of clinical instruction.

Course Description
This course will focus on learned counseling skills and their practical application to the practicum experience. Focus will be on continued learning in the field with clients, counseling professionals and supervisors, as well as a he purpose of this course is to prepare you with all the basic and necessary skills to successfully complete your practicum/internship training. This course, incorporating a 100 hour supervised marriage and family counseling practicum, develops and assesses the integrative clinical skills and competencies for the MSCP program student learning outcome of clinical instruction.
This class will be highly experiential by offering supervised feedback of your counseling skills. In addition, the course will integrate theoretical foundations and prepare you to handle administrative responsibilities. 

It is imperative that students keep all syllabi from all courses taken while in the MSCP program to facilitate the application process for licensing, certification, doctorate school application, etc.


Student Learning Outcomes
Student will demonstrate an understanding of:

1. Counseling/professional competencies, including (a) assessment and diagnosis/DSM-IV, (b) therapeutic intervention, (c) charting and case-conceptualization, and (d) logging of your clinical hours.
2. Professional and ethical issues in the counseling field, including (a) management 
            of confidential information, (b) informed consent, (c) competence and boundaries of  
             responsibility, (d) dual relationships, and (e) professional work ethic.  
3. The importance of utilizing supervision, including (a) preparation for supervision, 
     (b) active engagement during supervision, (c) ability to articulate lessons learned from 
      Supervision.
4.   Clear understanding of counseling theories and your own conceptual framework.
5.  An awareness of referral agencies in the community.
6. Role of culture and diversity in assessment and counseling.	
7. Scientific methodology.
8. Research literature that informs counseling practice.

1. Logging  hours: (Outcome 1) You will submit your logs for review for correct format, clarity of entry and completeness.
2. Weekly Journal “Lessons Learned” (Outcomes 1, 2, 3, 4, 8) Journals will be written regarding lessons learned in your clinical field experience for the week in question. This will also be presented in class.
3. Supervision Preparation Review (Outcomes 1, 2, 3, 4, 6, 8,) A completed Supervision Preparation form (Practicum Handbook Appendix M) will be turned in each week.   It is expected that this form will be preparation for the supervision as well as a way to discuss your supervision experience in class.
4. Counseling Practice (Outcomes 1, 2, 4, 6, 8) In this 1:1 counseling dyad role play format, the client will select a particular personal issue to explore during the semester. There will be a reversal of roles with another classmate so that each student has the opportunity to be counselor as well as client. Sessions will last for one hour (20 minutes as “counselor”, 20 minutes as “client”, 10 minutes for charting). Dyads will meet for a total of 6 weeks.  “Counselor” will complete case notes after each session, and “client” will complete a reaction paper after each session.  All of the sessions will be videotaped. DVD’s will be reviewed at home by the ‘counselor’ where they will transcribe, distinguish “content’ from “process” and return a completed evaluation form the following week.
5. Conceptual Framework Essay and Presentation (Outcomes 4, 5, 6, 7, 9). This involves a written 8-10 page paper on your conceptual framework for counseling practice.  You will present this orientation paper to the class.
6. Agency Report and Presentation (Outcome 5).This involves writing a 3-4 page paper about the agency, your experiences with counseling administrative duties and supervision and present this information to the class.
7. Personal/Professional Characteristic (Outcomes 1, 2, 3, 4). This involves the review of your impressions of your personal qualities and professional skills based on a check list presented in class.  Feedback will be provided from the instructor.
8. Supervisors Evaluation (Outcomes 1, 2, 3, 4). Adequate performance at the practicum site is critical to pass this class.  The supervisor’s evaluation comprises approximately 25% of your grade.  Evaluations that consist of “acceptable” rating or higher will be awarded full points.  Each rating of “Below Expectations” will result in a loss of 10 points; each rating of “Far Below Expectations” will result in a loss of 20 points.  Ratings from all supervisors will count towards the determined score.  One supervisor’s more favorable review does not ameliorate poor evaluations from another supervisor.


Participation:  You will be expected to be an active member of the class, contributing to discussions and volunteering to participate in role-plays.

Weekly Journal:  You will complete and submit a weekly log that includes lessons learned from counseling and supervision experiences.  You may use the log to journal about your concerns, thoughts, feelings and experiences.  Issues related to ethical and cultural considerations should also be addressed in your journal. Journal entries must be typewritten. If you have any problems related to your practicum site it is expected that you will document them in your log and discuss them with your site supervisor, clinical director or practicum instructor.      

Log: Log must be kept with all hours entered and categorized. You must have at least 50 hours of Administrative and 50 hours if Direct Services. {this is a prerequisite for beginning Internship}  The log must be signed by your supervisor and then by your Practicum Instructor. 

Personal and Professional Competencies:  At the beginning and at the end of the course you will be asked to complete the ‘Personal and Professional Competencies’ form.  Personal growth and development as a thoughtful/reflective professional counselor plays a significant part in your training and effectiveness in the field.  
During practicum aspects of your maturity, social skills/awareness and judgment are integral to your success. You will be evaluated in terms of your personal competencies, including your attitude toward yourself and other, ability to handle conflict and stress, and sense of ethics, responsibility and professionalism.   

Videotaped Demonstration:  This is an in-class assignment will be a 15 minute video-taped session of a “peer client” role-play counseling session.  Tape of session will be presented in-class with feedback given by classmates and instructor. The Videotape self-evaluation will be turned in the following week.

Counseling Technique Demonstration:  Each student will demonstrate to the class a counseling technique.  A brief summary of your presentation to be turned in. 20 minutes demonstration.    

Conceptual Framework Essay and Presentation
You will write a 5-10 page paper on your conceptual framework for counseling practice.  The APA guidelines for this paper will be reviewed in class. You will present this paper/ your orientation to the class.

Case presentation: 
· Each student will complete 1 written case presentation.  
· This will be presented these to the class with 5 to 10 minute video, or audio tape.  
· Each case summary must include references to two current (last 5 years) professional journal articles with an application to the current case.  
· Additionally, each case summary presentation must include discussion of the student's internship “goals and objectives.”
The format for this presentation and a schedule for case presentations will be determined at the first class meeting  

Agency Report and Presentation:  Based on your practicum placement, you will write a 2-3 page paper about the agency. Include in your paper; your experiences with counseling, administrative duties, and supervision and present this information to the class. 
Weekly Supervision Prep Form (WSRF):  Please prepare your WSRF’s before you see your supervisor. You will be required to turn in 10 WSRF – one a week; 2 on the last class. 

Site Supervisors Evaluation: Must be returned by Week 9.  This will factor strongly into your grade (25%). If you do not pass this you will not pass Practicum.  

Mid-course Evaluation:   You will be asked to provide feedback on the course during class 5. This requirement will not contribute or detract from your grade.

Marianist Educational Values
Chaminade University is a Catholic, Marianist University.  The five characteristics of a Marianist education are:  

1. Educate for Formation in Faith
Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigors coupled with respectful humility provide a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.
2. Provide an Excellent Education
In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.  Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously:  an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it.
3. Educate in Family Spirit
Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.
4. Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace
The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.  
5. Educate for Adaptation to Change
In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist University faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.

Scientific Method Definitions

The METHODS OF SCIENCE are only tools, tools that we use to obtain knowledge about phenomena.

The SCIENTIFIC METHOD is a set of assumptions and rules about collecting and evaluating data.  The explicitly stated assumptions and rules enable a standard, systematic method of investigation that is designed to reduce bias as much as possible.  Central to the scientific method is the collection of data, which allows investigators to put their ideas to an empirical test, outside of or apart from their personal biases.  In essence, stripped of all its glamour, scientific inquiry is nothing more THAN A WAY OF LIMITING FALSE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT NATURAL EVENTS.

Knowledge of which the credibility of a profession is based must be objective and verifiable (testable) rather than subjective and untestable.

SCIENCE is a mode of controlled inquiry to develop an objective, effective, and credible way of knowing.

The assumptions one makes regarding the basic qualities of human nature (that is, cognitive, affective, behavioral, and physiological processes) affect how one conceptualizes human behavior.

The two basic functions of scientific approach are 1) advance knowledge, to make discoveries, and to learn facts in order to improve some aspect of the world, and 2) to establish relations 
among events, develop theories, and this helps professionals to make predictions of future events.

A THEORY is a large body of interconnected propositions about how some portion of the world operates; a HYPOTHESIS is a smaller body of propositions.  HYPOTHESES are smaller versions of theories.  Some are derived or born from theories.  Others begin as researchers’ hunches and develop into theories.

The PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE decrees we can only falsify, not verify (prove), theories because we can never be sure that any given theory provides the best explanation for a set of observations.

THEORIES are not themselves directly proved or disproved by research.  Even HYPOTHESES cannot be proved or disproved directly.  Rather, research may either support or fail to support a particular hypothesis derived from a theory. 

Scientific research has four general goals: (1) to describe behavior, (2) to predict behavior, (3) to determine the causes of behavior, and (4) to understand or explain behavior.

Methods In Behavioral Research; Cozby

In order to verify the reliability and validity of scientific research it is important to replicate the results.  It is the preponderance of evidence that establishes/supports the theory.
