COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Math 100 is a survey course in mathematics for humanities/non-math majors.  The course fulfills the general education requirement in mathematics, but it is not recommended for students who intend to take Math 103, 110, or 210.  Topics will be selected to acquaint the student with a broad spectrum in the field of mathematics.  Topics will include, but are not limited to: logic, numeration systems, voting and apportionment, the nature of numbers, measurement, logic, combinatorics, and graphing.

ATTENDANCE:  Students are expected to attend all classes.  If you are unable to attend a class, you are still responsible for the material that was covered, including completion of the textbook exercises.  If you anticipate missing more than one class, it will be difficult to accumulate enough points to earn a passing grade (see grading).

GRADING:  The grade in Math 100 will be based on attendance, participation, class exercises, and weekly quizzes. Students who arrive on time and stay for the entire length of class will be awarded 1 point for each class (a possible total of 10 points).  Participation includes being attentive in class, taking notes, asking and answering questions, and contributing to discussions.  Three points will be awarded per class for participation (a possible total of 30 points).  Completion of all assigned class exercises will be worth 5 points per class (a possible total of 50 points).  Students who choose to complete only a portion of the class exercises will not receive the 5 points.  Students who miss class will be allowed one week to make-up class exercises.  Weekly quizzes will be worth 60 points each.  There are no make-ups on missed quizzes.  All quizzes will be open notes with a 30-minute time limit.   At the end of the term, your grade will be determined by the number of points you have accumulated according to the following scale:
560-630= A (outstanding scholarship and an unusual degree of intellectual initiative)

491-559= B (superior work done in a consistent and intellectual manner)

435-490= C (average grade indicating a competent grasp of the subject matter)

347-434= D (inferior work of the lowest passing grade; inadequate for prerequisites)

346 or lower = F (failed to grasp even the minimum subject matter; no credit given)

ADDITIONAL NOTES: Bring a calculator to class each session.
