Course Description and General Outline:

Discussion of the components of the Juvenile System, comprehensive study of juvenile offenses and behavioral expectations in diverse environments; overview of theories relating to juvenile delinquency; methods of punishment; reviewing the effectiveness of treatment for juvenile delinquency. Students will be required to relate theoretical subject matter with current events.

Attendance:
Attendance comprises of one-third of the final class grade (refer to grading policy).  Upon failed weekly log-ins (three absences) a deficiency notice will be sent to the registrar with the recommendation that the student withdraw from the class.  Students who miss three or more classes will receive a grade of “FA-Failure due to poor attendance”.  On rare occasions, exceptions will be made due to documented military necessity and / or serious family/ or personal reasons.  ( NOTE: A;; ARRANGEMENTS MUST BE MADE AND CLEARED WITH THE INSTRUCTOR PRIOR TO ANY ABSENCES OR MILITARY LEAVE).  It will be the student’s responsibility to communicate with the registrar regarding withdrawals, add/ drop, credit/ no credit option.  In addition, it is also the student’s responsibility to make the appropriate contact with the instructor.

Grading Policy:

Grades will be based on a total of 700 possible points; 100 points for attendance; 10 points for introduction; 80 points for articles/current events; 80 points for essay questions; 80 points for response/ reaction of articles; 100 points for the midterm exam; 100 points for final exam; and 150 points for written research project.

Breakdown of Point System:


Attendance:
100 points: (students will be required to log into the class on a weekly basis; prepared for and participating in all classes will receive 100 points). Note, due to this being an online course, all students will be required to log into the class weekly.  Failure to log into the class weekly by Saturday, midnight each week  will result in no credit for attendance for the respective class week.

Introduction:
10 points: Each student will be required to write a personal introduction of themselves during the first week of class.  Any late introductions will be subjected to a penalty of a 5 point deduction.

Articles:

80 points: Each student will be required to submit an article/ current event and a one page summary (include student’s opinion of the article) relating to the course, juveniles only.  This assignment will be due each week (no later than Saturday, midnight).  Any assignments submitted after Saturday, midnight will be given ½ of the credit for the week.  Note: all current events must be CURRENT, dated within a month.


Article Responses: 80 points: Each student will be required to submit two (2) personal  responses/ reactions of their respective classmate’s current event for each respective week.  A minimum of one full paragraph  per response will be submitted in order to receive full credit for this assignment.  Any late assignments submitted after Saturday, midnight will be given ½ of the credit for the week.


Essay Questions:
80 points: (total of 8 essays) Weekly essay questions will be assigned in regards to the respective reading for the week.  The essay response should be no less than one page per question.  Students who do not meet the minimum one page requirement will be deducted points.  Any assignments which are submitted after Saturday, midnight will be given ½ credit for the week.


Midterm:
100 points: The midterm exam will consist of the first half of the course material.  The midterm examination will be given online during the 5th week of the course.


Final:

100 points: The final exam will consist of the second half of the course.  Each student will be responsible to make their own arrangements with the University to take the final examination either on campus or by an approved proctor. 

Research Project:

150 points: Students will prepare a written research paper (8-10 pages minimum, this does not include the title page nor the reference page) Students may select any subject matter relating to juvenile in the criminal justice system.  All topics must be cleared with the instructor prior to being submitted.  All papers must conform to the Chaminade University of Honolulu writing requirements.
