 Write a report on a selected child.  Your paper should include:

· A description of the student, age, grade, classroom observations and information regarding any special services provided at the school site.  (For confidentiality, Please do not include the student’s name).

· Assessments:  Assess one student using Running Records. Please include results of any additional assessments administered.


· Analysis of the assessment with specific recommendations for guided reading.  The final paper should be 4 - 5 pages and include copies of the assessments.
 
4. Signature Assignment: 
Three lesson plans using the “Into, Through and Beyond” lesson plan format or a format of your choice (Live Text template or other).  This requirement will demonstrate an understanding of a balanced, literature based, reading program which includes organized explicit skills instruction.  Choose three different pieces of children’s literature which will lead into the creation of lesson plans to include: 
· One shared reading lesson focusing on word study (rhyming, word families, vocabulary development, etc.)       
· One lesson plan teaching for comprehension
· One lesson plan demonstrating the         reading/writing connection
