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CATALOG DESCRIPTION

This course develops strategies for successfully managing educational environments for student success. Focus is on providing the teacher as guide/facilitator with a large variety of choice based on research findings that are developmentally appropriate and both student and teacher-centered. 
Requires observation and participation (o & p). 
ED 604 Managing School Environments (3) 
MAJOR COURSE TOPICS

RATIONALE:


Teachers want a classroom environment that is pleasant, with effective classroom management and a positive climate that is conducive to learning.  To achieve those goals, students must be well-behaved in a classroom with high standards for teaching and learning.  Teachers will exert influence on students to achieve positive and responsible behavior.  This type of influence is called discipline.
 
COURSE DESCRIPTION:
ED 604 will cover the theories and basic concepts of managing school environments.  The purpose of this course is to assist individuals in the classroom to acquire skills for effective classroom discipline.  The course should be helpful for students wishing to sharpen skills in classroom control based on current research.  Tools and strategies will be presented for future and current teachers to organize and achieve effective discipline.  The goal is to assist preschool through grade twelve students in becoming creative, independent and self-directed individuals; creating positive attitudes toward school, other students and teachers.
 
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
All objectives dovetail the theories and concepts of classroom management with the observation and participation (O & P) practicum.  The course objectives are based on the Hawaii Teachers Standards Board (HTSB):  Hawaii Teacher Performance Standards for teachers.  Students will be able to:
· Understand the basic classroom management theories, methods and techniques as established by research-based methods.  HTSB 1A-B, 2A, 3F, 5A, 7C 
· Explore the concept of establishing positive student/peer/teacher/parent relationships.  HTSB 1A-F, 2A-F, 4A-C, 4F-G, 5D, 7A-G, 10C, 10E 
· Understand why discipline problems arise and find ways to reduce or eliminate these problems.  HTSB 1A-F, 2A-F, 4A-C, 4F-G, 7A-B, 10A 
· Understand how teacher behaviors influence student behavior management.  HTSB 2C, 2F, 4A, 4D, 5A, 5D 
· Become familiar with the characteristics of an effective/outstanding teacher.  HTSB 2B-C, 2F, 4A-H, 5A, 5D, 7A-G 
· Gain knowledge of strategies for crisis prevention and intervention.  HTSB 1C, 2B, 2F, 4F 
· Understand the benefits of building cohesiveness and the sense of community.  HTSB 2A, 2E-F, 4B, 4F, 10C, 10E 
· Understand that the most effective discipline system is one that the individual teacher composes to meet its classroom management needs.  HTSB 2B, 2F, 4B, 5D, 7B, 10E 
· Experience observation and participation activities in the grade school classroom.  HTSB 2B-C, 2E, 3A, 4D, 5D, 9A-J, 10B-E 
 
COURSE FORMAT:
A variety of teaching and learning activities will be utilized including:  large and small group discussions, lectures, presentations, sharing, written projects, and keeping a journal and a portfolio.
 
COURSE REQUIREMENTS FOR ASSIGNMENTS AND PARTICIPATION:
 Commitment:
Student commitment is very important in this course.  Points will be deducted for the late submittal of any assignment.  Non-submittal of an assignment by the last day of class will mean a reduction of one grade (final grade) per assignment.  
 
Incompletes:
An incomplete (I) grade will be given only under emergency situations and much dialogue between the student and instructor has taken place; prior to the deadline for submitting grades to the Registrar’s Office.

EXPLANATION OF COURSE REQUIREMENTS:
 
Attendance and participation:
This is a crucial course because understanding classroom discipline as part of effective classroom management and curriculum is very important.  So attendance is very important in this class.  Every absence or partial attendance will mean that vital course content will be missed and the ability to participate in class activities will be diminished.  Emphasis is placed on class discussions.  All students are highly encouraged to participate in these discussions.
 
Attendance is mandatory.  Therefore, there is NO EXCEPTION FOR ABSENCES.  Absences are submitted to the Registrar’s Office at the end of the course.  Each 4-hour class is worth 4-points (1 point per class hour for attendance/participation).  Example:  arriving to class 1-hour late means receiving 3 points for that class session.  Your attendance will be noted during each class period on an attendance sheet.  For partial attendance, it is important to check that the correct attendance is noted on the attendance sheet, so that it is not construed as a 4-point absence.
      Plus the Education Division Policy:  More than 1 absence lowers final grade 1 letter.  Tardy(ies) of 25 minutes = 1/2 class absence and minutes are cumulative.
 

Research Paper (Signature Assignment):
Each student will do a research paper based on the three chapters delineated below.  The research paper will provide the student with the opportunity to understand the concepts and components of research design based on data and literature gathered from various reliable sources.  The paper will consist of about 8 pages.  The topic selected will be related to discipline, behavior or classroom management in the paper.  The Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (APA Manual) will be used to write the paper.
 
The paper will consist of three (3) chapters delineated as follows:
 
Chapter I Introduction:  Title of paper; Statement of the Problem; Statement of the Purpose; Research Questions; Significance of the Problem; and Definition of Terms
 
Chapter II Review of Related Literature:  It is important to demonstrate that you have examined all literature relevant to the topic and included analysis of that which is appropriate.  CHAPTER 2 WILL BE LIMITED TO 2 PAGES.
 
Chapter III Discussion and Recommendations:  Summary; Conclusions; Discussion and Implications; Recommendations for Further Research
 
Oral presentation on research paper:
Each student will present the research paper to the class.   The focus of the presentation is on the contents of the research paper.   The presentation will be 15 to 20 minutes in length.  Audio visual material(s) or equipment will be used in this presentation.
 
O & P Journal:
A written journal will be kept of all the time spent in the classroom for O & P.  You may not observe another student in this class.  The journal will include any interesting and learned experiences that are related to the concepts presented in this course.  The following information will be included in the journal.  The following subtopics will be written in each journal entry:  Objective Reactions, Subjective Reactions, Changes, Educational Theories, and Additional Reactions:
· Describe objective reactions to what was observed and experienced.  Use concise, non-judgmental descriptors (e.g., numbers, physical descriptions, describe things sequentially).  The observations are based on facts without opinions. 
· Describe subjective reactions to observations based on what you wrote in the objective reactions.  How do you feel?  Rate, judge, and critique what you observed and experienced.  What did you like and/or dislike.  Opinions are based on facts. 
· Describe how you would change or use what you observed in your teaching based on your written objective and subjective reactions; with reasons for changes.  If there are no changes in the journal entry, what did you like and why?
· What educational theories from your course readings were reflected, used or contradicted in your observations and experiences; based on what you wrote in the above 3 bullets?  Write references to the appropriate experts.
· List and explain additional reactions that were pertinent to classroom management but not written in the above 4 bullets. 
O & P experience presentation based on journal entries:
The O & P experience is a valuable part of this course as it relates to the theoretical concepts with the actual “hands-on” experiences.  You will present highlights of being in the classroom based on the concepts covered in this course on managing school environments.  The focus of the presentation is on the 5 bullets found in the syllabus requirements in the previous section under “O & P journal.”  Do not place all days of each journal entry into your presentation.  Instead, condense the information in your presentation into a summary of the 5 bullets in your journal.  

     Samples of your students’ works (first preference) may be used in the presentation to relate the concepts learned with real life experiences.  If there are no samples of students’ works, then visuals of projects, room set-up etc., MUST be used in the presentation.  The presentation will be based on the journal entries that will be kept by each ED 604 student in this class.  There is no substitute for this activity in this course.  Therefore, each student will spend a minimum of 10 hours in a P – 12 classroom.  The presentation will be 15 – 20 minutes in length.  Audio-visual material must be used in the presentation (e.g., power point slides).  Pictures of student’s faces must have the approval of the students; especially special education students.
 
Portfolio with entry slips:
Each student will keep a portfolio with the assignments in this class.  Each student will make an entry slip after each completed assignment.  Each entry slip will be no less than 1 ½ pages in length double spaced with #12 font.  The entry slips will be placed in the portfolio and submitted toward the end of the course (see last page of this syllabus for due date).  An entry slip is a reflective statement about the assignment (called an artifact or document).  There will be 4 entry slips for the required assignments.  The 4 assignments are as follows:
· Research paper 
· Research paper presentation 
· O & P journal 
· O & P presentation 
The reflective statements would be relative to:
· The Hawaii Teacher Standards Board:  Hawaii Teacher Performance Standards that were addressed in the assignments.  Included would be how the standards were addressed. 

· What you have learned as a teacher in the assignment 
· New thoughts about instructional strategies, organization, performance criteria, assessment, evaluation, etc.

6.  Submitting as one’s own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.
Classroom Deportment:
