This course, Physical Forensic Science is designed to be taught as a logical follow-up to FS-330, Introduction to Forensic Science.  This course takes over where the former left off.  We will look at the various types of physical evidence and some of the methods used to analyze that evidence.  This course will cover more different types of evidence than FS-340 which addresses actual crime scene duties and procedures.
