This course is a laboratory designed to accompany FS-340, Crime Scene Investigation.  During this course, students will receive practical experience in different techniques used in processing a crime scene.  This will involve a series of laboratory exercises and mock crime scenes.

Objectives:  At the end of this course students will:

1. Be able to produce scene diagrams.

2. Be able to recognize and properly document different types of evidence.

3. Understand different types of photographic records required of a crime scene.
4. Be familiar with specialized requirements for collection and preservation of different classes of evidence recovered from a crime scene.

5. Know the types of records which must be maintained in order to assure a proper chain of custody.

Laboratory:  While working in the laboratory students will:

1. Wear shoes covering the toes. These shoes must be worn PRIOR to entering the lab and may not be removed until AFTER leaving the lab.

3. Wear gloves and safety glasses as required.

2. Wear clothing appropriate for actual crime scene processing.  No bare shoulders, mid-riff, or clothing above the knee.  
3.  It is also suggested students consider hats, sun tan lotion and other precautions when participating in outdoor lab sessions. 
4. There is to no eating or drinking within crime scene boundaries.  You may have something to drink but outside the scene.
Cell Phones:  Cell phones and pagers will not be used during class.  If there is a reason the telephone must be on, prior clearance with instructor is mandatory.
