This is a graduate course covering latent fingerprints.  This course is taught with FS-642L, the “hands-on” portion.  These courses must be taken together.  Students will have readings from the required text book as well as material for a number of other sources presently used for the Latent Print Examiner’s Certification Examination administered by the International Association for Identification.

Objectives:

Upon completion of this course you will be able to:

1. Understand the origin and makeup of fingerprints.
2. Understand and be capable of making the proper decisions concerning how to obtain known prints.
3. How to recover latent prints using advanced methods including chemistry, alternate light sources and photography.
4. How to conduct latent print examinations.

5. Produce demonstrative exhibits for court purposes.

6. Testify regarding photography.

Assignments:

Reading assignments are to be completed PRIOR to lectures.  The reading will come from the required text book as well as supplemental readings provided by the instructor.  
Attendance:

Attendance is mandatory and repeated absences will be reported to counseling and possible removal from the course.  You are expected to be in class on time.  Repeated tardiness will result in no credit being given for class. This is inconsiderate to your fellow students and disruptive to the class.
