Unit III

Prehistoric, Mesopotamia, Egyptian Greek and Roman Art,

Byzantine, Islamic and Medieval Art, Renaissance and Baroque art.
UNIT IV

Late 18th and 19th century, Impressionism, Post-Impressionism, Expressionism, Cubism, Abstract art, Pop, and Post-Modern art.
