As the visual impact of any idea in the design field is



one of the strongest forms of communication it is more




understandable why professional firms are looking for




candidates that can draw and explain design with 




excellent hand graphic skills combined with an informed




design rationale.




The student will choose her/his own project and will follow




a format as described below but with an emphasis

and individualized adjustment for the skills that need to be strengthened as well as those that the student has specialized propensity.  With this attention and direction

the outcome will be a student who can develop a more professional as well as personal style of designing and presenting their work.




This course takes off where the prerequisite class ends and




accentuates and advances each student from the mostly 
introductory presentation methods learned in ID 312 to a level of accomplishment that will make them more capable
for the professional competitive market of design related jobs.  This will include a more intensive investigation and practice of sketching, organizing and design tactics for



the following areas of focus:

conceptualization with organizational graphics; learning to use the sketching approaches which are effective and persuasive in the evolving design process; reviewing and
polishing orthographic drawings as part of the design process; sharpening the words combined with drawings

for the education of the client or the sharing with a colleague;

practicing beyond what the student learned of perspectives for presentation purposes to using these sketching skills as a facilitation or ‘thinking-through’ device.  Hand drawn color, 
lighting, spatial studies and study model are also areas
of review for the directed studies in this course.

Outcomes:
With advanced graphic and sketching skills and familiarization of various media and design  process approaches, learning with a one-on-one apprenticing method of teaching which will produce in the end a student more

prepared to enter the world of design with confidence and

enhanced creative capacities.  These outcomes would
relate to the interior design program outcomes: professionalism, process, priorities, principles, public and




environmental protection and presentation.
