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CATALOG DESCRIPTION: 
This course examines classroom assessment as a critical component in improving learning and instruction. The course provides educators with the knowledge, dispositions, and performance skills to design assessments which include the diverse needs of individual learners. This course is aligned with the National Board Standards for classroom assessment.

ASSIGNMENTS:
Participation: (5 points x 5 days) Students will participate in bi-weekly discussions. Your response is 3 points and your responses to two other students’ responses are a point each.
Assignment #1-5 (10 points each):  Develop formative assessments with answer keys for each of the core classes and 1 non-core class in your thematic unit that can be used daily, yet cover content and understanding.  There should also be a 1-2 paragraph explanation of why this is valid and some of the theory behind it.

Assignment #6-10 (10 points each):  Develop summative assessments with answer keys using in the following formats: multiple choice, matching, checklist, cloze, closed response, open response, rubric, process, product, performance, and portfolio. 
Assignment #11-15 (20 points each): Develop summative assessments with answer keys using the formats above for each of the four core classes and 1 non-core class in your thematic unit. Include explanations of what you are testing for, why it is valid, and the theory behind it.
Assignment #16 (25 points) Develop a summative assessment on the culminating activity using multiple assessment types, covering the key elements of the culminating activity. This should include performance, portfolio, and some method of ensuring that students grasped content and big ideas in the unit. This should include explanations of what each assessment is looking for, its validity, and some theory on why you chose this type of assessment.

Assignment #17 (40 points) Create a portfolio of the work created in this class showing where in your thematic unit the material for each question  on the 5 formative and summative assessments, cumulative activity are covered. This will be all your work put together in a signature assignment.
Assignment #18 (10 points) Develop a grading schema and grade book for your class incorporating the different assessments and system of record keeping.

Week 5 - Chapter 7-8 review. Formal and informal assessments.Culture in Hawaii and assessment. Special education and assessment. SDRT, STAR, Brigance and IEP assessments.  Go over each other’s assessments in groups. HW: Read Chapters 9-10 . Week 6- Chapter 9-10 review. Writing rubric, process, product assessments..  HW: Read Ch.11-12 Write rubric, process, product assessments( 5 questions/ criteria each).

Week 7 - Chapter 11-12 review. What are grades and what are they worth? Go over process, product assessments in group. Read Ch 13-14.
Week 8- Chapter 13-14 review. Writing performance, and portfolio assessments. HW: Write performance, and portfolio assessments (5 criteria/ elements each).
Week 9 –Standardized tests, special education, and motivation. THE HSA! Go over performance and portfolio assessments in groups. Writing assessments in the arts, or PE. Looking at self-assessing your teaching- a case study. Skill separation and assessment. Syllabus and grading, your grade book. Your PEP-T assessment.
Week 10- All work due. No HW.
