	An introduction to basic music theory and fundamentals of western staff notation.  This course is geared toward building a foundation of knowledge in music and prepares the student for further musical pursuits, such as individual instrumental lessons or choral singing, classroom teaching, developing an appreciation of music, and building compositional skills.

	Introduction
	
	This is an introductory survey course of music theory-- specifically the fundamentals of music notation and music reading.  This class will introduce students to music reading and writing as well as beginning keyboard instrument skills and composition. 

	GRADES and Student Learning Outcomes Linked to Program Outcomes
	
	1. MU 208 students will demonstrate an understanding of music fundamentals and musicianship skills. This is linked to the Performing Arts Program Learning Outcomes 1 and 3. 

a. Students will develop this understanding by attending each class and participating in class activities.  (20% of grade)
b. During the course of the class, students will complete 2 composition assignments, composing and performing an original 8-bar melody and accompaniment in C major at mid-semester, and a final, original 16-bar melody and accompaniment in another key at end of semester. (20% of grade) 

c. By the end of the class, students will complete five Focus on Skills sections found in the text and submit them by due dates stated in class. (20% of grade)
2. MU 208 students will demonstrate their ability to identify concepts of music theory and standard musical notation. This is linked to the Performing Arts Program Learning Outcome 1.

a. Students will demonstrate this ability on their midterm and final exams by correctly answering short answer items on a teacher-constructed test. (40% of grade)

	Weekly Activities
	
	Each class will consist of instructor lecture and workbook exercises, supported by class participation and discussion.  Students will be given opportunities for individual musical skill building, which will be used to facilitate class discussion.  Group piano sessions will be scheduled to augment students’ understanding of lecture and exercises.

	Instructor’s Expectations
	
	I expect students to attend and participate in all classes.  Students should be reasonably prepared for each class by reviewing all assigned readings and recorded examples and completing all assignments.  Students should bring their textbook and note paper to each class. 

	Classroom Expectations
	
	Any acts of classroom disruption that go beyond the normal rights of students to question and discuss with instructors will not be tolerated, in accordance with the CUH Student Handbook. NOTE CUH Policy on Electronic Devices in Class – Use of cellular telephones, pagers, CD players, radios, and similar devices are prohibited in the classroom. Laptop- computers may be used during lectures for the purpose of taking notes.

The syllabus lists material to be covered and it is your responsibility to complete all assignments, whether or not you may be absent.   Please call or email me before you are absent.

	If you feel that circumstances beyond your control are interfering with your ability to attend class or complete the course of study, you can request an Incomplete (I).  Remember, you only have 90 days to complete course requirements, or the I will default to an F.  You may withdraw, but you should check with CUH officials to determine how this action might affect your grade point average or financial assistance.

	A= 90 – 100%  Superior work, demonstrating above-average understanding and above-average ability to appply knowledge. 

B= 80 – 89%  Good work, demonstrating above average understanding. 

C= 70 – 79%  Fair work, demonstrating average understanding. 

D=  65 – 69% Poor work, demonstrating a bare minimum of understanding. 

F= < 65%  Less than poor work, with nearly no understading or ability.  

	Tests and Expectations
	
	There are two announced examinations; mid-term and final.  For practical and fairness reasons, make-up exams will not be not allowed.  

I expect all students to prepare for examinations, attend lectures, read the chapters, and listen to recorded examples.  If you are absent or late, you are responsible for getting the materials you missed.

	Academic Honesty Policy
	
	The CUH Student Handbook addresses the Academic Honesty policy as follows:

1. Education for Formation in Faith  by encouraging students who wish to incorporate their developing music skills into their worship activities. With your new or enhanced music skills, you may join a church choir or worship team. You will be prepared to appreciate and participate in some of the greatest artistic statements of faith ever created by musicians—the masses, oratorios, requiems, motets, and cantatas by Catholic and Protestant composers of the last 500 years. 

2. Integral, Quality Education  by challenging students with educational activities that enrich their intellectual, artistic, and social development.

3. Education in a Family Spirit through providing a supportive environment in which students may feel free to experiment and learn together and individually.

4. Education for Service, Peace, and Justice by developing the student’s discerning musical ear and appreciation for high standards in musical performance.  Prepares students for service in teaching the basics of music to people without access to such instruction. 

5. Education for Adaptation and Change through teaching students the timeless language of music while utilizing computers, eletctronics and web- based technology for learning.
