Reports on your teaching

Two reports on specific lessons which include literacy (usually a 50-minute lesson but could be a shorter segment). Because everyone in this class is currently teaching, the usual O&P requirements have been modified. This will be an opportunity to examine your own teaching then share this with your classmates and instructor.  However, if you are able to visit other classes, please feel free to use that as your subject instead. Make it clear in the introduction whether this is a self-reflection or a visit to another class.

Reading and responding to classmates’ reports is required.  However, you may choose any 5 reports posted throughout the first nine weeks.  You are encouraged to take full advantage of this learning opportunity by reading all reports as they are posted.

Reports must have (a) an introduction, (b) answer to one of the 6 questions below, and (c) your evaluation of the lesson in relation to our textbook.  Since the focus is on communicating, use a format that works best for you (not necessarily narrative).
A.  Introduction: To help your readers visualize the class, tell the grade, subject, pertinent student information (if any) and physical setting. Also tell us the date and time of observed lesson.

B.  Question:  Select one of the following 6 questions or create your own question and submit for instructor approval. Let the reader know which question you have chosen.  Use a different question for both of your reports. 

1. Motivation is a major factor in literacy learning.  Describe the levels of motivation you observed and what the teacher did to direct student motivation towards reading, writing, listening and speaking.

2. Describe the literacy practices observed before, during and or/or after students read, write or engage in some other literacy event. Evaluate their effectiveness.

3. If the class you observe includes English Learners (ELs) or students with special needs, what differentiation or accommodations do you see regarding literacy instruction?  What else could have been done to address their needs?

4. Describe the ways in which technology was used or could have been used effectively in the class you observed.

5. To what extent do you see evidence of Cambourne’s Conditions of Literacy Learning (summarized in Additional Notes in your 614 syllabus).  Why do you find this applicable to a secondary ELA class? 
6. YOUR OWN QUESTION
C.  Evaluation: Make connections to the content of this course. Give your specific ideas on what was done or could have been done differently to enhance literacy learning for the whole class and/or particular students. Include at least one textbook reference with page number. If the observed lesson seems perfect as is, what do you suggest for the following class/es? The goal of this part of the assignment is to make connections with course content, and to reflect on what you have observed. 

Project Presentation  (in second on-campus class)

Be prepared to sign up for your project in our first on-campus class. To maximize learning opportunities, everyone will select a different project. Include a purpose statement, links to relevant standards. Choose from the list below, the initial survey, or suggest another topic for instructor approval:
· Service-Learning

· Finding and using resources (a) within your school or (b) in the community.

· Field trips
· Slam poetry

· Using films, other nonprint media
Within one week of your presentation, submit a one-page paper explaining why you selected this project and what you gained from preparing and presenting it to the class. 
Miscellaneous Short Assignments (10%)

The first of these is to create a Webliography entry. Do this by finding and posting a website you find especially useful in teaching English. See sample by clicking the “webliography” tool. Other short assignments to be announced throughout the course.

“Signature Assignment”- Three lesson plans (30%)

Create three lesson plans for use in your own class. These can be the same as those created for a class in which a mini-unit is the signature assignment.
Find an engaging way to share your SA with the class in our last on-campus meeting.
