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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course provides an introduction to the historical, philosophical and spiritual foundations of the major religious traditions of the world-- Hinduism, Buddhism, Taoism, Confucianism, Shinto, Judaism, Christianity and Islam.  The course will examine the lives of their founders, their basic teachings, the historical development of their communities and institutions, and their current status in the world.  Using an experiential approach, and the classroom as a sacred space for personal spiritual growth, this course also endeavors to create a more universal understanding and appreciation of one's own tradition amidst this great cultural variety, in order to foster a more harmonious global community. 

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES Linked to Program Learning Outcomes
The three Program Learning Outcomes that this course introduces are:

2.  Christianity and its relationship with other major world religions;
4.  the Catholic Intellectual Tradition, particularly the Marianist tradition of education for service, social justice and peace; 

6.  the uniqueness of Hawaii and the Pacific Rim as a meeting place for various religious traditions.

Upon successful completion of this course, students will:

1. discuss the important elements of the major religions - their myth, symbols, ritual, doctrine, moral codes and artistic expression (PLO 2);

2. recognize the differences and commonalities among the religious traditions (PLO 2);

3. understand some of the social justice issues and religious responses to them (PLO 4);

4. appreciate more their own religious backgrounds and that of the Chaminade community (PLO 6)

5. reflect on their own beliefs, feelings and attitudes towards different religious perspectives, correlating and contrasting them with what they are learning (PLO 2, 6)

Organizational Theme:

Marianist Educational Philosophy

The choice of content, the pedagogy selected, and the fulfillment of the course objectives rely on the organizational theme. The organizational theme around which the course is constructed is derived from the document, “Characteristics of Marianist Universities.”

Educate for formation in faith;

Provide for an integral quality education;

Educate for family spirit;

Educate for service, justice and peace; and,

Educate for adaptation and change.

The root of the word educate, educare, means to “lead out from.” To educate means to begin where persons are individually to lead them to a future locus of where they will become. It is a journey that continues throughout one’s life. Since all individuals are persons of faith, in relationship to one another, this course provides students the opportunity to explore faith in several contexts. As we continue to grow as a global community, understanding others’ worldviews that are often constituted by religious ideals becomes a necessity. The classroom itself becomes a community in which students share and learn the various religious beliefs, particularly those that promote service, justice and peace. In essence, the goal is that students, while learning about others, also learn about themselves in order to be prepared for adaptation and change.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

Students are expected to:

· attend class regularly;

· read required text assignments;
· participate in group discussions in class;

· do additional research as required;

· complete all assignments on time. Points may be deducted for late work if the student does not inform the instructor in advance.

GRADING:

Grading will be based upon class attendance, class work and discussion, homework, quizzes, participation, effort, term or service project and exams.  Assignments and papers must be typed, double-spaced, using 12-point font with 1 inch margins. Citations must be used when necessary and be consistent with the Scott, Foresman Handbook for Writers using MLA.
Points will be deducted from assignments that are turned in late unless arrangements have been made IN ADVANCE and APPROVED by instructor.
Note:  In accordance with University policy, if you have a documented disability and require accommodations to obtain equal access in this course, please contact the instructor at the beginning of the semester or when given an assignment for which an accommodation is required.  It is the responsibility of the student to inform the instructor of any specific special needs or difficulties that one may have in order that appropriate strategies for the completion of the work may be mutually developed. Class participation and attendance

Students are expected to attend all classes and are responsible for contacting the instructor regarding any absence. Points are given for each class and will be deducted for unexcused absences. More than three unexcused absences will result in lowered grade despite points earned. Students with excused absences will need to complete a missed-class assignment that the instructor will provide in order to receive a portion of the points for attendance. Consistent tardiness will be noted and a portion of points deducted as well.
Participation includes preparing readings, discussion and in-class writing assignments given at the discretion of the instructor. 

CLASSROOM CONDUCT

In order to create a viable and productive learning environment, and to show respect for each other in the classroom, all persons are expected to follow basic rules of conduct.

1. Talking only when it is your turn to do so.

2. Cell phones, pagers or other such electronic devices must be turned off. If you need it for an emergency, permission must be obtained from the instructor. 

3. While there is no handbook policy that prohibits eating food or drinking non-alcoholic beverages during class time, all should limit their intake of food and drink. Any containers or rubbish must be discarded as appropriate.

According to the handbook, the instructor may require a student to leave the classroom if the conduct is such that it can be deemed as disruptive to the rest of the class. This includes but is not limited to excessive personal conversations, use of cellular or other electronic devices, and disrespectful language or behavior. 
Chapter quizzes:
Short chapter quizzes will be scheduled at the discretion of the instructor. The top five scores from these quizzes will be used toward student’s overall grade. (Assessment #1 and 2)
Final Exam

The final exam will be comprehensive and will include material from both text and classroom instruction. (Assessment # 1 and 2).
Reflection assignments:

Students will be required to complete three reflection assignments. The assignment MUST BE TYPED, double-spaced. No handwritten assignment will be accepted. Reflection assignments will be graded based on thoroughness of explanation, specific examples and cohesive writing. Significant grammar errors will result in resubmitting the assignment. (Assessment # 4 and 5).
Group Presentation and paper:

Students will be assigned to a group consisting of two or three students. Each group will select a religious tradition and prepare a participative seven-minute presentation of one of that religion’s ritual. The group will be required to do research in order to acquaint the rest of the class symbolism or meaning associated with the ritual.
Extra-Credit:  Activities may be given at the discretion of the instructor. Students may submit up to three extra-credit assignments for additional points toward final grade. Requirements:  two-page reflection/review paper on the attended extracurricular, intercultural activity or service, pertinent films or enrichment reading. These extra credit options may not be used to fulfill any other requirements for the course and are factored into one’s grade only after all other assignments are completed.
Comparative Essay: Due March 16
Students will complete one comparative essay. Students will submit the comparative essay assignment on LIVETEXT. The essay will require the student to complete additional research and include proper text citations. Students must also include at least one citation from the course textbook. This essay should be a minimum of 3 pages, typed, double-spaced. The number of pages does not include the “Works Cited” page. Use a consistent style following MLA format used in English courses. (Assessment # 1 and 2)
Select one of the following:
1. Compare and contrast the Christian concept of heaven with the Islamic understanding of paradise. What is necessary in each tradition to reach this goal? 

2. Compare and contrast one of the goddesses in the Hindu tradition or the Boddhisattva, Kwan Yin, with Mary in the Christian tradition. What role does each play in the respective religious tradition?

3. Compare and contrast the five precepts of Buddhism or the five vows of Jainism with the Ten Commandments. You will need to describe the importance of these to the followers of the religious traditions. (Ten Commandments from either the Judaic or Christian perspective). 

4. Water is a universal symbol used in many of the religious traditions. Compare and contrast a ritual that uses water in an Eastern tradition with a Western tradition.

Be careful of plagiarism! You must cite your resources, particularly if a major portion of the text comes directly from a source of any kind, including web sites. You may NOT use WIKIPEDIA as a source.  You may use it to help you locate other reputable resources. This information regarding citations also applies to your group project and final paper. If any paper is deemed and proven to have been plagiarized, the student or students must resubmit the paper or receive a failing grade for the course.
Group Presentation and paper:

Students will be assigned to a group consisting of two or three students. Each group will select a religious tradition and prepare a participative seven-minute presentation of a food, ritual or art associated with it. The group will be required to do research in order to acquaint the rest of the class symbolism or meaning associated with the food, ritual or art. 
The group will also submit two papers: one for the presentation and a second one that delves into a social justice issue and how that religious tradition might respond to it. More information will be given with the group assignments.
Extra-Credit:  Activities may be given at the discretion of the instructor. Students may submit up to three extra-credit assignments for additional points toward final grade. Requirements:  two-page reflection/review paper on an attended extracurricular, intercultural activity or service, pertinent films or enrichment reading. These extra credit options may not be used to fulfill any other requirements for the course.

Term Project Option: Service Learning or Term Paper 

The following are two options for the final paper for the course.  Select one. If you do not complete this final paper, you will receive a “C” for the course despite total points earned. You will need to make your decision by Feb. 3.

· Option A: Service Learning (Assessment # 3 and 5).
· Contact Candice Sakuda for a service-learning project or have one approved by the instructor. Students will submit all required forms to Candice. http://www.chaminade.edu/servicelearning
· You must register online and turn in all forms required or NO CREDIT!

· Students will keep a log of activity and hours worked. You must complete a minimum of 15 hours. You may not use the 15 hours for this class and another one but you may use the same project for more than one course adding the necessary hours to meet the requirements for both courses.

· Students will keep a journal. After each service, students will write a reflection on how that day’s activity affected them and a correlation with the course’s content during that week. The journal must be dated to coincide with the student log. The journal may be handwritten or typed at student’s discretion.

· Students participating in service learning will write a final paper of 5-7 pages that integrates the material learned in class with the service learning activity. The final paper and journal are submitted to the instructor. All forms - waivers, evaluation and work log – are given to Candice Sakuda in Henry 118.

· Students’ individual papers will be graded based on Service Learning Outcomes that are the following:

· 1. demonstrate an understanding of the connections between academic work and real-life situations;

· 2. demonstrate an understanding of and commitment to their role in issues of public concern;

· 3. demonstrate how service-learning increased their interest in being civically engaged.

Option B: Term Paper – (Assessment 1, 2, or 4).
· Students will write and submit an 8-10 page paper on the selected topic. Students may use the suggested topics listed below: 

· Attending a service other than one's own religion;

· Attend a service in a religion that is new for you. Describe the service. If possible, interview the minister and ask about the ritual elements that were part of the service. Compare and contrast this service with your own. You will need to do some additional research on the ritual life of both communities.

· Creating a new religion;

· In creating this new religion, develop the primary symbols, rituals and stories that describe the sacred and the relationship between the sacred and humanity. You will need to include its basic myth story, the creed, code and cult for the religion. You will need to explain how people become part of its community. In addition, you must compare your religious tradition’s code or its ritual worship to that of one of the traditions studied during the term. You can either do it within the context of the paper or as a separate essay similar to the comparison one done earlier in the term.
· Planning an imaginary pilgrimage that involves visiting at least five religious sites using a common theme;

· Explain the purpose of visiting these five sights. What significance do these sites have for the pilgrim? What prayers or rituals would be included in this pilgrimage? 

· A project of the student’s design with prior approval from instructor. This could be a research project on one of the religious traditions studied in class focusing on a particular idea or aspect of it.
