Catalogue Description:  Majors (or minors) will select a topic from their area of study,

develop a research plan, and implement the plan to produce a final work that will be

presented at an open forum for the conclusion of the semester.  Seminar sessions will

be held throughout the semester to cover topics of interest to the participants and the

enhancement of their understanding of the field.
Goal:  to present to the graduating student majoring or minoring in religious studies both an opportunity as well as a challenge to do significant research, reflection and writing. This project will serve as a cumulative and integrative expression of the student’s previous coursework in the field, as well as an example of the student’s interest and expertise in either the selected area of concentration or in expressing the totality of the undergraduate’s academic theological journey. The student is to produce a written paper of not less than twenty-five (25) typed pages (with appropriate format, footnoting and bibliography) – the content of which will serve as an indicator of the student’s immersion in and grasp of his subject’s relevant materials and authors. 
The student will be discussing the concept of ethics from both philosophical thought and religious understanding. The paper may be either a comparison and contrast or a synthesis of how both perspectives understand ethics and its impact on human action.

Requirements:  The student will work in conjunction with the appointed seminar director, and, in light of their discussions, the student will undertake independent study and research on the agreed-upon project.  Throughout the seminar, the student will send a weekly update on research and writing, due on Monday morning, in order to discuss further direction on how to bring the project to its desired and timely conclusion.  At seminar’s end the student will present the paper in written format as described above.
