I.	TEXTBOOK:

II.	COURSE GOALS:

ED 623 will cover the theories and concepts of teaching strategies.  The purpose of this course is to prepare the student for student teaching.  Tools and strategies will be presented to assist in the students’ academic area and /or grade level.  From the perspective of practitioners in the classroom, the students will investigate curriculum structures and current trends for application in the secondary education classroom. Observation and Participation (O & P) in a secondary classroom is required for 20 hours.

III	COURSE OBJECTIVES: 

All objectives are related to the theories and concepts of teaching strategies with the observation and participation (O & P) practicum.  The course objectives are based on the Hawaii Teachers Standards Board (HTSB):  Hawaii Teacher Performance Standards.  Students in this course will be able to:
1. Develop semester plan outlines, unit plan outlines, and lesson plans.  HTSB 1E-F, 4C, 4G-H, 5A, 5D, 6A-I, 7A-G, 10E
1. Demonstrate knowledge of learning styles, teaching styles and strategies, and relating those concepts to effective curriculum planning.  HTSB 1A-F, 2E, 4C, 4G-H, 5A, 5D, 6A-B, 6D-J, 7A-G
1. Explore the concept of classroom management.  HTSB 2A-F
1. Develop an understanding of differentiations in learning by studying concepts such as:  learning styles, multicultural education, professionalism, and multiple intelligences.  HTSB 3A-F, 6A, 8B,
1. Experience observation and participation activities in the grade school classroom.  HTSB 2B-C, 2E, 3A, 4D, 5D, 9A-J, 10B-E

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IV.	COURSE REQUIREMENTS FOR ASSIGNMENTS AND PARTICIPATION:

Commitment:
Student commitment is very important in this course. There will be a penalty of 25% of the total grade taken off for each day an assignment is late. 

Incomplete:
An incomplete (I) will be given only under emergency situations and much dialogue between the student and instructor; prior to the deadline for submitting grades to the Registrar’s Office.

Assignments other than the module reaction/discussion assignments will be typed, double spaced, with a font size no smaller than #12.

V.	EXPLANATION OF COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

	Reaction on each textbook module (10 modules):
Each student will read the 10 modules (chapters) from the textbook and written reactions will be submitted for each module.  Each reaction will contain about 2 pages. Pick several topics of interest in each module and specifically react to what was picked.  This activity is not merely a summary of the module.  Your reactions with feelings and opinions are included with firm rationales and evidences based on citations from at least the textbook.  Your Reaction will be placed in the assigned week discussion board.

Discussion on each textbook module (10 modules):
Each student will read classmates’ responses on each of the 10 textbook modules (chapters).  Then each student will post discussion for each of the 10 textbook modules.  Discussions with feelings and opinions are included with firm rationales based on facts and evidence.  Each discussion will be between ½ to 1 page long.  Citations at least from the textbook should be used to strengthen your points.  Your Discussion will be placed in the assigned week discussion board.

Semester plan outline:
The written outline will contain a title, subject and grade level, with 3 – 5 units (spanning approximately 20 weeks) with your goals to be taught.  The Hawaii Teacher Standards Board (HTSB):  Hawaii Teacher Performance Standards and Hawaii Content and Performance Standards III (HCPS III) in your subject area content standards, will be used for the semester plan and will be listed separately and incorporated into your objectives.  Suggestion:  Teacher’s manual on a textbook can be used to assist in making the semester plan outline.  Your semester plan will be submitted to the Dropbox in eCollege on the specified due date.

Unit plan outline
Pick a unit from your semester plan outline.  A written course unit plan outline will be constructed based on the developed semester plan.  The appropriate HTSB Hawaii Teacher Performance Standards and HCPS III standards used for the unit plan will be listed separately and incorporated into your objectives and activities.  The unit plan outline will contain a title, the subject and grade level, sub-unit objectives, and skills to be taught for each objective for 8-10 secondary school class periods.  Your unit plan will be submitted in the Dropbox in eCollege on the due date.

Across the curriculum lesson plan:
From your submitted unit plan, each student will write 1 lesson plan.  Include at least 2 other subject areas in addition to your licensing subject area.  An assessment activity will be included in this lesson. The length of the lesson will be 1 hour.  A time line (in minutes) for each activity will be included.  The appropriate HTSB Hawaii Teaching Standards and HCPS III standards will be listed separately on the lesson plan and incorporated into your included objectives and activities.  Your lesson plan should be placed in the Dropbox in eCollege on the due date.

Observation and Participation (O & P) experience and written journal:
O & P is a requirement in this course.  You may not observe another student in this course.  The O & P experience is a valuable part of this course as it relates the theoretical concepts with the actual “hands on” experiences.  There is no substitute for the O & P activity in this course.  Therefore, the student will spend a minimum of 20 hours in the secondary school classroom.  A written journal will be kept of all the time spent in the classroom for O & P.  The journal will include any interesting and learned experiences that relate to the concepts learned in ED 623.  The following information should be included in the journal:
1. Describe objective reactions to what was observed and experienced.  Use concise, non-judgmental descriptors (e.g., numbers, physical description, no opinions, describe things sequentially).
1. Describe subjective reactions to observations based on what you wrote in the objective reactions. How do you feel?  Rate, judge, and critique what you observed and experienced.
1. Describe how you would change or use based on your written objective and subjective reactions; with the reasons for changes.
1. What educational theories from your course readings were reflected, used or contradicted in your observations and experiences; based on what you wrote in the above 3 bullets?
1. List and explain additional reactions that were pertinent but not written in the above 4 bullets.
Separate journal entries will be kept for each observation.  Bullets #3 and #5 (above), may not be addressed in each journal entry.  However, looking at the entire journal collectively, there should be a balance in the amount written for those 2 bullets.
Your O & P journal will be sent to the instructor in the Dropbox in eCollege on the due date.

Portfolio with entry slips:
Each student will keep a portfolio with the assignments in this class.  Each student will make an entry slip after each completed assignment. An entry slip is a reflective statement (on what you have learned) about the assignment (called an artifact or document).  The 5 assignments so there will be 5 entry slips submitted to the instructor.  The 5 entry slips are for the following assignments:
· Reactions and discussions on the textbook modules
· Semester plan outline
· Unit plan outline
· Across the curriculum lesson plan
· O & P journal
The reflective statements would be relative to:
1. The HTSB:  Hawaii Teacher Performance Standards that were addressed in the appropriate assignments.  Included would be how the standards were addressed.
1. What you have learned as a teacher in the assignment
1. New thoughts about instructional strategies, organization, performance criteria, assessment, evaluation, etc.
Your entry slips will be sent to the instructor in the Dropbox in eCollege on the due date.

VI.	GRADING SYSTEM:

The total point value of assignments and participation is 200.  Letter grades are based on the following point system:

	Attendance:
Missing a posting on the discussion board by the due date is the same as an absence. If you were to post late, it would be the equivalent to showing up to class the day after our class met on ground. Please post by the due date and respond to your peers by the specified date, each week. The discussion will close and you will not be able to post after the due date of the discussion. 

Incompletes:
Incompletes may be given if the student is unable to complete a portion of the work due to circumstances completely beyond the control of the student (i.e. hospitalization, death of an immediate family member, etc).  The incomplete contract must be signed by the student and instructor.  It will specify when the work must be completed.  Usually the work must be completed in 90 days.  If it is not completed, the incomplete automatically becomes an “F”.
