II.       CATALOG DESCRIPTION:

To introduce prospective secondary school educators to the field of education.  Content includes organizing, planning, learning climate, instructional techniques and methods, strategies for promoting learning and achievement, meeting exceptional (special) needs of students, evaluation of student performance, and effective teaching.

III.	MAJOR COURSE TOPICS:
	
Teaching is a science implemented by artists.  The science of teaching is evident when competent teachers are well informed by current theory and research.  The potential for a dynamic and effective teaching and learning in the classroom are greatly enhanced with the incorporation of teaching and learning styles. An important goal is to establish a base of rational sources so that teachers can make informed decisions about what and how to teach.

For each day that an assignment is late, a 25% penalty is issued. One minute late= one day late, so on and so forth. Please plan accordingly to avoid losing points. 

All papers will be typed, double spaced, with a font size no smaller than #12. Please submit in a word document.
Only assignments written on the “Discussion Page” will be single spaced.





VII.     EXPLANATION OF COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

	Reaction on each textbook module (10 modules):
Each student will read the 10 modules (chapters) from the textbook and written reactions will be submitted for each module.  Each reaction will contain about 1-2 pages single-spaced. Pick several topics of interest in each module and specifically react to what was picked.  This activity is not merely a summary of the module.  Your reactions with feelings and opinions are included with firm rationales and evidences based on citations from at least the textbook.   In order to receive full points please include at least two citations from the text to support your reaction.

Discussion on each textbook module (10 modules):
Each student will read ALL classmates’ responses on each of the 10 textbook modules (chapters) and select two responses to discuss. Write a discussion for one of the responses.  Discussions with feelings and opinions are included with firm rationales based on facts and evidence.  Each discussion will be between ½ to 1 page long single-spaced.  Citations from the textbook should be used to strengthen your points.  

This is not a debate course.  Although it is okay to disagree with your colleagues, being cordial, respectful and courteous to each other in a professional manner will prevail.  Suggestion:  constructive criticisms can be used when written in the most positive way possible.  Concentrate on the positive points that are stressed by your colleagues.
Effective Teacher Paper
What are the qualities of an effective teacher?  You can include your own secondary experiences and perhaps discuss both effective and ineffective teachers you had in middle and high school.  However, you will need to include citations to support your paper.
This paper will be 4-5 pages long (not including title and reference pages).  Use citations with at least two different sources to write your paper. Your textbook can be one of the sources.

Effective Classroom Management Plan
What procedures, rules, consequences, and reward system will you use in your own class setting?  You can list your procedures, rules, consequences, and reward system. Then write an explanation of why you created this specific management plan. Your explanation should be 1-3 pages long.



Educational Issue Paper
Each student will choose an educational issue.  Student will take a stand (pro or con) and use citations to substantiate the stand.  You can’t just state your opinion – you need evidence to support your position. Possible topics include: NCLB, school uniform, school prayer, home schooling, censorship, school vouchers, etc. Three different resources will be used to write the paper.  The paper will be between 7 – 8 pages in length (not including title and reference pages). Your textbook can be one of the sources.

Lesson Plan 
Write a 1 hour lesson plan in your choice of subject area and grade level.  The plan will consist of objectives, equipment and supplies needed and specific procedures in carrying out the lessons.  An assessment activity will be included in this lesson.  A time line (in minutes) for each activity will be included. 

NOTE ON PAPERS
Do not count cover pages or reference page toward minimum page requirements stated for the assignments.  Papers will be written in APA style.
Please proofread your paper before submission.  Check for spelling and grammatical errors.  Points will be deducted from a paper that has grammatical and spelling errors.

Incompletes:

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgement to the author.  Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory.
2. Paraphrasing the work of another author without proper author acknowledgment.
3. Submitting as one’s own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.
