	CATALOG DESCRIPTION:  
	This course includes philosophy and rationale of teaching of Language Arts to young children. Focus on the developing language skills with young children. These include how to develop a language rich environment at the early childhood level. Topics include oral language, pre- reading activities, and writing activities.

	This course will examine developmentally appropriate language and literacy acquisition for young children. Class members will observe and participate in an Early Childhood setting to gain insight and experience with the methods and principals discussed. Students will have opportunities to design a language and literacy rich environment and curriculum. Support will be given to help students grow as professionals and to enhance the Language Arts development of the young children they work with.

	ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:
	Academic Requirements:
A. Participation - Students will be evaluated on their participation in class by contributing to weekly discussions, weekly summaries, weekly assignments, and team project participation. Final grading for the preceding week will be done every Monday unless otherwise posted. 
 Complete assigned readings each week. Entries should reflect an understanding and mastery of the text.
B.     Assignments must be submitted by midnight Pacific Time on the assigned day. Late assignments will receive a maximum of half credit, ie.; a 20 pts. paper will not be assigned a grade higher than 10 pts., if received after midnight of the due date. 
C. Check Announcements in Course Home Daily for important updates and suggestions. 
D. Weekly Discussions-Students must be prepared to discuss weekly readings in weekly discussion threads located on LEFT of your screen. Each Week is listed separately. Every week look for appropriate thread to share your responses with your classmates.      
E. Classroom Observation – Students will observe the interaction between an educator and students related to the acquisition of language and literacy. (2 pg.) Submit to DROP BOX. Share under DOC SHARING 
F. Lesson Plan: Students will create a lesson plan centered on language and literacy acquisition. Students will utilize the findings of their classroom observations and readings. The lesson plan should cover extensions into the various learning centers in the classroom. Submit to DROP BOX. Share under DOC SHARING. 
G. Plan a Learning Environment: Students will design a language and literacy rich environment. Students will utilize the findings of their classroom observations and readings. Submit to DROP BOX. Share under DOC SHARING. 
H. Weekly Summaries- Every Sunday you will be asked to reflect on the week’s material and to elaborate using your own personal experiences. Submit to JOURNAL. Optional Share under Weekly Summary thread. 
I. Power Point Presentation- Students will develop a Power Point presentation to show to parents on an open house night explaining how their children acquire language  skills and literacy in the classroom. Students will incorporate what they have learned in their classroom observations and lesson plans into their presentation. Presentations should be 8-10 slides. Submit to DROP BOX. Students will share their 10- 15 minute presentations under Power Point Thread.  
Students will be divided into GROUPS provided enrollment will suffice. Each group member is responsible for actively participating under their group thread. Participation is a majority of points for this assignment. 
J. Webliography: Students are encouraged to network and share any literature relevant to ED 471 under the Webliography Link at the top left corner of your screen. ( Optional). 
K. Final Exam- Proctored by Saturday, June 12th. Registration for exams is the responsibility of the student.
