RESEARCH PAPER
You will be required to complete a research paper on any contemporary issue relating to law 
enforcement.  Your paper must be eight (8) to ten (10) pages in length, (the body of the report).  
The paper will be due on the same day as the final examination, prior to taking the test.  Your 
papers should reflect your best efforts to complete thorough research as well as being able to

present your research in written form.  Your information is to be drawn from written sources and 
you must make sure that your paper supports a thesis and avoids plagiarism.  The Internet can 
be used as a source of research.  All references must be cited. 

PRESENTATION ON PAPER
Each student will give a 10 minute presentation on the contents of their research paper.  It is an 
opportunity for you to share key information you learned while doing your research.

CLASSROOM DEMEANOR
All cell phones are to be turned off or in the vibrate mode.  If there is an emergency, and you 

need to make a call, please go outside the classroom and close the door before you start to talk.  

Also, there is to be no texting of messages in the classroom while class is in session.  This is 

disrespectful and discourteous to others.
