Course Description:   The goal for this course is to assist students in gaining an understanding of the principles and concepts related to artistic, musical, and movement education for elementary school teachers.  This course will focus on strategies to integrate art, music and movement in the teaching of concepts and content.  A growing body of research supports the concept that children need to be engaged visually, auditorally, and kinesthetically to enhance learning. 

Program Outcome:  Through a “hands on” approach, instruction will focus on processes involved in integrating art, music and creative movement with content instruction. Strategies based on current theories of best practice will be discussed and “modeled” to promote skills in teaching art, music and movement in the elementary classroom.

OBJECTIVES: 
By the end of this course, students will be able to:

1.  Demonstrate basic artistic skills through studio art experiences in various media and techniques. (HTSB Standards 3-7)
2. Develop lesson plans to demonstrate the integration of basic art, music and movement skills to support content and extend literature. (HTSB Standards 5, 6, 7)
3. Discuss the importance of providing an academic equilibrium for children by providing exposure to the arts. (HTSB Standards 1-8)

ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:

2.  Integrated lesson plan: Students will select a piece of children’s literature and create an integrated lesson including Art, Music and Creative Movement.  This lesson will be presented to the class.

3.  Art Research Presentation/Lesson plan:  Students will select an artist or children’s illustrator to research.   A power point presentation with a minimum of 7 slides will be created summarizing details of the artist’s life, personally and professionally.  Be sure to discuss the art mediums and style used and include samples of the work.  The lesson plan will incorporate an art activity that emulates the style of your chosen artist.
(30 points)

4. Course Portfolio: This portfolio is a combination of the art, music, and movement activities and reflections you will be creating and learning about in class, it is to be a resource for you.  You will submit an electronic overview of your portfolio by taking pictures of the three sections along with samples of your work.
(20 points)
