	ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:
	Format:  The time for this class is flexible as it is held online. Each week of this class begins on Tuesday and ends on Sunday. There will be weekly discussion questions. Course format includes chapter readings, online discussions and a signature assignment. 

This course is designed to be interactive through the use of threaded discussions (posts, responding to other posts). Students must respond to at least one post of another in order to receive full participation points for that week. 

I will post announcements regularly so be sure to read them. I will provide ongoing feedback to students about their progress. Students should use the eCollege email or individual email for questions or comments on the course content/procedures.


Commitment:  Student commitment is very important in this course. This is a master’s level course and graduate level work is expected.  During the course itself, students will achieve certain learning outcomes.  All performance assessment will depend upon the accomplishment of these outcomes.  It is the responsibility of the student to be prepared and current for each week.

Incomplete:  An incomplete (I) grade will be given only under emergency situations and much dialogue between the student and instructor has taken place; prior to the deadline for submitted grades to the Registrar’s Office.  Incompletes may be given if the student is unable to complete a portion of the work due to circumstances beyond his/her control.  The student and the instructor must sign the “incomplete contract.” It will specify that the work must be completed within 90 days or the incomplete will revert to the grade the student would have earned (specified on the incomplete contract).  Since the instructor is available through e-mail, you will be encouraged and offered assistance to complete course requirements by the end of the course.

Attendance and Participation: All students are expected to participate in on-line discussions. On-line attendance is mandatory.  Therefore, there is no exception for absences.  

Late Assignments:
It is assumed that all students will perform professionally in preparing work required for this class and will submit all assignments by their due date. This course has a heavy workload.  A zero will be given for any assignment not turned-in by the due date.  I will not respond to email regarding late submissions. Use APA format when submitting your assignments.

	Signature Assignment: The signature assignment requires TWO differentiated lesson plans/reflections which will be the midterm and final. Be able to answer the following questions:

       Differentiated Lesson Plan – A sample lesson plan template will    
       be given in LiveText. The lesson plan must be in the format 
       provided by the instructor or no credit will be given.

1. Incorporate what you have learned in the readings into the lesson. Differentiate through content (what we teach, what they learn), process (how they make sense of information through activities) OR product (demonstrate what they learned). 
2. Differentiate this lesson for all students, including special education students in an inclusive class setting. 
3. Include activities for each modality: auditory, visual, and kinesthetic learners (video, song, movement, etc.)
4. Include activities for different levels of learners: gifted, average, and those with special needs through centers (computer, manipulatives, research, art, etc.)
5. Include various ways form them to share their product: writing, oral, art, drama, powerpoint, etc.
6. Include a rubric. Give a complete example with at least 3 items.

Lesson plan reflection – 1 page minimum. Do this even if you’re not able to present it to your class or you don’t have a class. Use the following as paragraph headings.
1. How did your differentiated lesson plan turn out when you presented it to your class? 
2. What were the pros and cons of the lesson? 
3. When you differentiated your lesson were your exceptional learners successful? 
4. What changes would you need in order to ensure that they will be successful? 
5. How would you improve this lesson?
