INTRODUCTION AND DESCRIPTION:


Women and men are viewed differently in society.  This online interdisciplinary course will explore the concept of gender from the perspective of the social sciences as well as philosophy, religion, and the other disciplines in the humanities.  Students will analyze the different arguments on the issues of femininity and masculinity cross-culturally and from the perspectives of different sociological theories.


The class will consider the differences and/or similarities in gender roles in society.  The online discussion will cover the effects of stereotyping gender roles on policy, people, and society.  A critical analysis of ideas about nature and nurture will add to an understanding of the typology of sex and gender.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

· survey universal and particular aspects of femininity and masculinity.
· identify sociological theories on gender roles.

· critically review the effect of cultural and social change on the roles of men and women.

· understand and apply different approaches to the study of gender issues involved in public policy.

· analyze factors related to problems of stereotyping gender roles. 

· help students to better deal with their own personal involvement in different expectations between women and men.

· encourage students to have a better understanding of the need to think critically about sociopolitical issues as active members of various institutions in the local community and as active citizens of a state, country, and the world.    

· Identify different perceptions and relate understanding of gender roles to the five characteristics of Marianist education in Chaminade Core Academic Beliefs:
Five Characteristics of Marianist Educational 

· Educate for formation in faith;

· Provide an integral quality education;

· Educate in family spirit;

· Educate for service, justice and peace; and

· Educate for adaptation and change.

The main purpose of this class is to provide a better understanding of gender roles.   As we develop this new perception throughout the format of learning in this class we will relate this experience to the five characteristics of Marianist education in the following manner:

Educate for formation in faith

Chaminade University has a commitment to develop in our student a whole person which includes knowledge of academic disciplines and religious faith.  In this class students learn to combine faith and reason by opening their mind to accept different viewpoints.  They also develop an open dialogue between different beliefs and cultural practices.  Working with other students whom they have not met before, students learn to nurture relationships with others and that requires “faith” of some kind.  In this course, students must have faith in each other by being understanding and respectful of people’s ideas on gender roles.

Provide an integral quality education

Integral education provides learners with the foundations necessary for completeness and wholeness. That is to be fully developed in their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual, and social qualities.  As a global community becomes more a part of an individual’s life, the understanding of the various ways in which people believe and act is crucial to a person’s personal and communal growth.  Students will gain further learning experience by participating in group work.  This will provide a chance to collaborate and to fulfill their respective responsibilities.  Students will then develop an understanding of integrating intellectual, social, psychological, and spiritual qualities.

Educate in family spirit

Family has a broader meaning than the persons to whom we are related. We create families in many ways, through friendships in many settings.  Working together for the common needs and good of the group is fundamental to healthy relationships.  This class structure and format create a climate of respect and acceptance of class members, students and instructor.   The class works as a team to promote collaboration and help develop relationships with one another.  Moreover, students will find themselves committed towards helping each other as they strive for their own excellent quality of work.

Educate for service, justice and peace

The objectives of this course include the connection of the class materials to the current issues of gender roles worldwide.  Women’s issues and needs have long been marginal.  Created in the image of God, each woman and man possesses the full dignity of the human person.  In this course, students will be more aware of the reality of gender roles and gender issues.  They will learn alternate perspectives and to serve society to promote equal opportunity and eliminate discrimination in all forms.   Students who follow the class instructions in the group work format will learn to lead with responsibility and accountability as the class progresses.   Research and hands on experience lead to practice with the knowledge gained from this course and will help eliminate gender inequity in professional and personal lives. Peace is possible where there is justice.

Educate for adaptation and change 

As future leaders, students learn to adapt to different situations.  They must understand that change is a part of life.  It is inevitable.  Adaptation and change begin with new knowledge and insights, and with the wisdom to view another’s perspective.  Students will gain more appreciation of cultural differences and how to work with people who are different.  The knowledge and experience learned from this class should develop into a passion to work to create changes that will promote justice and peace.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:
Throughout the course students must be able to demonstrate their knowledge of the course objectives by being able to:
· Analyze the differences and similarities between the concepts of sex and gender.
· Explain the meaning and reality of gender and to what extent gender is a cultural construct or a manifestation of some timeless and universal essence in the realm of biological and religious phenomena.

· Identify the nature of femininity and masculinity through:

· definitions and measurements;

· religion, cosmology, and mysticism; 

· sex and gender.
· Analyze the influence of religion on the structures of gender and its impacts on gender differences and inequalities.
· Demonstrate informed knowledge and reflections on feminism, women’s movements, and men’s movements.
· Describe patterns of oppression and domination based on sex or sexual lifestyles.
· Identify the nature and dynamics of patriarchy in terms of being inevitable, accidental or hormonal.
· Explain the causes of sexual violence:
· rape as masculine ideology;

· theories of heroic rape and rape cultures;
· Analyze the reality of glass ceilings and escalators in employment structures.
· Identify the theories of mothering, male dominance, and capitalism and an evaluation of the claim that her marriage is more detrimental than his.
· Explain the crisis and outcry of American men due to the softening of their maleness in the midst of sexual equality

· Identify the differences and similarities between the sexes in terms of cognitive skills; psychological and biological traits; emotional, affective and intellectual attributes; ways of making moral decisions, reasoning, etc.
· Explain the underlying causes of these differences and similarities cross-culturally and if they are real or spurious, innate or learned.
· Identify the relationships between hormones, genes, behavioral patterns and the cross-cultural differences of child rearing, infidelity, abuse and overall aggression and violence.
· Present sociological theories to support the understanding and arguments on social problems and issues related to gender roles.

· Apply the five characteristics of Marianist education in the Chaminade Core Academic Beliefs to different perceptions and understanding of gender roles in society. 
FORMAT:



This online class will be an interactive, cooperative learning experience in cyberspace for the students and the instructor.  The format integrates online discussions. Students are expected to actively participate in all online class activities. 

There are no formal lectures.  Students are expected to learn form extensive readings, posting chapter reviews, answering questions, and comments from other students and instructor.  Following instructions closely will help with the teamwork format of this class.  To promote a better understanding of the class materials, a list of films and videos relevant to this class is available for private viewing.  

REQUIREMENTS:
Students are required to utilize self tutorial from chaminade.ecollege.com 

Students must have the TWO required textbooks and must be able to log onto the class homepage by the end of week 1 to be in this class. If not, they are recommended to withdraw.

Students are required to closely follow the instructions posted on the course website.  You must log on the course homepage and post the weekly assignment exactly as instructed.  Students are responsible to keep up with the class discussion for each weekly assignment by posting the chapter review as well as comments and responses twice a week on the scheduled day as instructed.  The deadlines of each assignment are posted with instructions.

Each student is expected to carefully read the assigned chapters in the textbook before posting their chapter review and comments. Everyone must complete the posting of their chapter review before posting the answer to a selected question posted by other students for each chapter.  

Generally there are two chapters to work on each week. Students are required to be open minded and courteous in class discussion and to use only standard written English.  Street slang and swear words are prohibited and credit will not be given to that assignment. 
The instructor will respond and provide instruction at least once a week in a normal situation.  However, additional responses are usually provided as needed.  Course web site communication is strongly recommended as the first choice for any communication with the instructor and classmates.

Students must submit official documentation to support any request to extend the date due for any assignments.

ASSESSMENT AND GRADING

There will be two essay examinations to evaluate your knowledge of the class materials: first the online midterm exam scheduled for week 5, and second the face-to-face proctored final exam on Saturday, September 11, 2010.  The online midterm exam will be available on the eCollege class web site from 11:00 AM Monday, August 2, 2010 until 11:00 PM Sunday, August 8, 2010 with only ONE access.  Please plan your schedule to take this online exam during this period.  It is IMPOSSIBLE to have any make-up exam if you miss the scheduled online midterm exam.  There is no exception to this policy.

The purposes of the word limit requirements are:

2)  to help develop skill in thinking critically in selecting the most important information to write about, and

3). to save time for everyone in reading the important and relevant information in your postings without going through unnecessary details.
RESEARCH PROJECT REPORT:

The purpose of the project is for students to creatively apply knowledge from the classroom to real life experience.  Students may choose a research topic relating to gender problems and issues in any social contexts that they have the most interest in knowing more about.


The research should clarify how you understand the life and work of women.  It should promote social ethics that may contribute to more peaceful and just communities locally and globally. The documentary research methodology must be supplemented with a survey and/or interviews.


The written report of the research should be within the range of 10-12 double-spaced typed pages.  It must be posted in the course Dropbox by September 4, 2010.  

Plagiarized work will lead to failure of the course.  Also, it will be reported to the university administration for a disciplinary action.

DOCUMENTARY AND FIELD (SURVEY / INTERVIEW) RESEARCH PROJECT

AND REPORT PAPER

Step I

1. Select a topic that you want to know more about (Research  topic).

2. Ask yourself what it is in particular about this topic that you want to know (Formulate research questions).

3. List questions that you want to be answered (Research questions).

4. Find the publications or use an internet search engines to locate reliable information that helps clarify and gives you background for your research questions.  It may be research done on a similar topic (Review of literature).

5. Remember to use citations and quotations for any references you use in this part of documentary research.

6. On the last page of your report give the list of all of the works cited and any additional ones consulted.

Step II

7. Prepare a set of survey or interview questions that you will find people to answer.  The information gathered from this survey or interview should be able to answer your main research questions. The information collected here is your raw data.  It must be turned in with your research report. 
8. Select who should be the group of people for your survey or interview (population sample).  The size of the samples must be at least 15 people.

9. Analyze and summarize the information you collected using theories to support your analysis.

10. Discuss how this information helps to answer your main research questions and may help you better understand the chosen topic.

11. In the bibliography give the complete citation for any references cited in the report.  Use a minimum of 10 sources.

12. Turn in with your report the list of survey/interview questions and all of the answers (raw data).
