This course is designed to provide the student with the opportunity to explore a selected topic in depth through individualized research under the general direction of a faculty member.  The research topic must be approved by the advising faculty member and fall within a specific topic area determined by the Forensic Sciences Faculty each semester.  The topic will be coordinated with the topic for FS 790 – Forensic Sciences Graduate Seminar.  The aim of this course is to provide the student with an opportunity to conduct short term research of the type commonly encountered in forensic situations for a specific situation and gain knowledge through independent study of a topic within the forensic sciences.  As the specific area of focus will change each semester, the student’s overall exposure will be expanded.

Learning Outcomes:  At the end of this course, the students will be able to demonstrate:

1. an ability to conduct independent research

2. a non-specialist level of knowledge of the selected topic area for the semester

3. the ability to write a report on the topic area

Grading:  Grades will be based on a paper produced by the student on the selected topic.  The paper will conform to the format and standards detailed from the Journal of Forensic Sciences and a minimum of 25 pages in length.
