Course Description:

It is imperative that design practices be altered to address the need for sustainability in our overtaxed environment.  The built environment is responsible for a large percentage of the use and waste of resources and consumption of energy.  Therefore, it is essential that interior design students be informed and practiced in the science and art of sustainable design.  In this class students will learn to design minimizing or eliminating the use of non renewable resources; plan for the reduction or elimination of releasing toxic wastes in choosing materials and processes for design; consider and include considerations of proximity of materials and reduction of the need for materials that need to be shipped long distances; observing site conditions and designing to maximize sustainable possibilities; conceptualize within economic, sociological, psychological, cultural and spiritual realms which can be related and crucial to excellent sustainable design.  A review of the information needed in order to take the LEED exam (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) will be the framework for learning how to design in such a way that all of the above concerns will be addressed.  
Course Objectives:

Students will design together as a  group a small community facility,  addressing all of the sustainable practices mentioned above and keep track of the LEED credits for all parts of the design from choice of site and then from ground up or an existing building (remodel) situation.  First the site will be considered and adjustments made, then the building exterior and finally emphasizing the design and choices for the interior spaces. The students will be actively reviewing codes, making a LEED Action Plan for their project and collect and choose materials required to submit to a hypothetical LEED committee review.  They will be assessing what their score would be for different design choices as they proceed.  It is reasonable to expect that with some further memorization and study of the LEED parameters the students might be able to pass the LEED exam after having taken this class, if they should choose to do so.  There will be use of the computer for research, and to produce visuals and written material, also included will be organizational diagrams, drawings, designed boards, models and spoken presentations much like the students have already encountered in the required courses of the first three years in the CUH ID program.  However, this project will be approached like an actual professional studio as a group with the teacher acting as the project manager.  As many students will be in their final terms of ID preparation and about to go into internship, this will help to prepare for an actual office environment.
Course Outcomes:

Students will progress from an EMERGING scholar, begin to demonstrate DEVELOPING competency skills and while absorbing information and practicing the use of sustainability knowledge in realistic designs, they will approach MASTERY and be more prepared for a professional position in the working environment.  They will directly learn what is expected in the design industry for design PRINCIPLES, PROCESS and PRIORITIES for sustainable design.  This will include PUBLIC AND ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION for our built and ecological surroundings.  The PRESENTATION skills of the students will be further augmented while using various media appropriate to the group project.
