This course offers a basic studio experience in clay through hand-building technique.

It is a college level fine arts research course and not a recreational activity.

Students will gain technical knowledge in ceramics (PLO 1)

Objectives:

To achieve basic skills and technical knowledge of clay, glaze and firing.

To develop a general understanding of ceramics esthetics.

To cultivate creative thinking by developing individual solutions.

To learn to perform effectively and responsibly in a shared classroom environment.

To develop project’s concept out of personal concerns to life and cultural diversity.


To participate in the discussion at critique time and learn to understand self and others.

This course focuses on developing the skill to express their personally meaningful ideas through creative process. Students are encouraged to consider the following elements;     
faith & reason, logic & intuition, symbolism & realism, expression & expectation, material possibilities & varied effects, original vision & transition, completion & reflection, and presentation & feedback.

4 projects (about 13 works) must be completed. The following three design values must be considered to develop your work ideas.

Traditional values:   Technical excellence, historical or cultural subjects, 




practical efficiency, elegance of design, challenge to the difficulty, etc.

   B.
Personal values:   Creative originality, unique thinking, personal meaning, etc. 

C. Humanity and global concerns expressed in a symbolic design to stimulate healthy values.

Pinch and paddle method, 5 works due by _______. (4th week)
Get used to the nature of the clay, working discipline, course objectives and a variety of surface design techniques.

Project #2.
Coil method, 3 works due by _______. (7th week)
Experiment with larger size and complicated forms. Develop expressive concepts.

Project #3.
Slab method, 3 works due by _______. (10th week)
Experiment with flat sheets of clay in a variety of ways. Develop personal uniqueness.

Project #4.
Choose or combine any method, 2 works due by _______. (Final week of semester)
Express your uniqueness to the fullest and summarize the whole semester’s development.

Clay- work tool kit (about $20), brush, ruler, towel, work clothes (apron),

50 pounds of High Fire Stoneware clay (cone 10). Most students will use at least and more than 100lb of clay during the semester, ($40 or more for personal clay cost)

Clay purchaser policy:  

All students are expected to purchase their own clay from the source listed above or through own contacts. Those who don’t have any way of transportation or have a very difficult situation in getting to the stores, (work after school, physically unfit), must arrange for purchasing clay from the instructor well ahead of time, ($10 to $11 per 25lb bag).

Technical lab experience:  

All students in ceramics program are encouraged to learn the lab operating work that goes with the completing of their work. This experience improves the understanding and appreciation of own work. Those who participate in the lab operating work, (kiln loading, unloading, glaze mixing, lab cleaning, etc.), may be considered for extra points at the instructors discretion.
Other class-conduct policy: (Respect for others is absolute Rule.)
             No CD or radio playing including all personal music listening device. 

No friends or visitors allowed in the class without instructor’s approval. Only those who registered for the course are allowed to work in the lab. This rule applies outside the class hours. Objects produced without approval will be discarded.


Turn off your cell-phone before coming into the lab. 

Grading policy and standard:


Attendance is the most critical responsibility. Students achieve their final grade by the total accumulation of points earned through attendance, projects, essays and quiz. Some other points (+ or -) may be added according to the student’s participation level in critique, lab experience, behavior in class, and service learning credit if applicable.

A.   (93-100)   Outstanding achievement with an unusual strength of creativity and originality in concept and design, and performed with a supreme control of technique. Highest level of understanding on all the subjects of the course. Perfect or near perfect 


attendance and participation throughout the semester.
 

B.   (85-92)     Superior work with a high degree of creativity, originality and technicality. Very good understanding on the subjects of the course. All the requirements for the 


course are completed in above average excellence. Near perfect attendance and


participation throughout the semester.

C.   (77-84)     Average work with a touch of originality and an adequate level of technique. 

Acceptable level of understanding on the subjects of the course. All the requirements for the course are completed adequately. Very good attendance with make-up work

covering all the missed class hours.  

D.   (70-76)     Below average work with a lack of originality and a low level of technical              skill. Bottom basic understanding of the subjects of the course. Poor attendance,


Poor interest in the subject and/or poor completion of requirements. 

F. (below 70) Failed to grasp even the minimum level of understanding for the course. 

Excessive absence and/or lack of interest in the course deemed unacceptable.

ATTENDANCE and its point system


You must attend all classes for satisfactory participation, understanding of information and achieving high quality works in all projects.30 points are calculated into the earning points for a perfect attendance. Missing 1 hour is a loss of 1 and ½ point. Missing 20 hours (10 days) results in failing the course even with the highest quality projects and other requirement completed. You must be on time for the class and must put in full class hours of work. Late for class and leaving early are counted in loss of points accordingly. A half of the loss of points for one-day absence caused by an inevitable situation can be recovered by the same hours of work outside the regular class time immediately following the missed day. This must be done through the instructor’s approval, and the progress of your work must be checked for its quality. Up to 5 times of make-up work may be credited but no more. Trying to recover the lost points much later is not accepted, although you are expected to put in the work sometime to satisfy the requirement. Working on your own outside the class hours is never credited for the participation. 

Participation in class is the most important requirement.

Ceramics or Sculpture courses must be understood as college level fine arts research course. They are offered as academic elective requirement in liberal arts program of Chaminade University. They are not offered as recreational activities.
