Course Objectives and Expectations

This course will cover fundamental algebraic concepts needed to succeed in pre-calculus and calculus courses. It is expected that students master the material in Math 103 in preparation for Math 110. This course is structured as a stepping stone for future studies leading to Calculus and Statistics.  Enrollees in Math 103 must commit to the following workload:
· Daily readings to prepare for discussions each class.  
· Students must brings questions from pre-class readings for class discussion 
· Participation in daily class lecture/discussion 
· Participation in collaborative learning group arranged in class

· Completing the daily homework and bringing it to class
· Daily attendance to class, it is mandatory to maintain grade level
· Preparation for Tests and Exams is done by attending class
· Be on time to all classes because there is no makes up
· Participation in your study group

How to take this course:

Students must read/study the chapter section assigned preceding each class. For example, if chapter 3.2 is going to be covered on Wednesday, students must have read/study chapter 3.2 (Monday or Tuesday) prior to coming to class. Students must document areas of the reading that are troublesome in the form of questions. Students’ questions should drive the lecture/discussion in class. Discussions and group participation will make up most of our class time. Homework is done to prepare for tests. Bring your completed homework everyday to class. Students will use the homework from the preceding class for class discussions and collaborative learning activities.
Tutoring
On line tutoring is available through MyMath Lab. Also, the tutoring center at CU is a good way to get help. Students can also make an appointment to see the instructor for help. Keep up with work load in the course; seek help immediately before falling behind on the workload. Tests will be scheduled after each section is covered. Typically, the homework will prepare students for chapter tests, and chapter tests will prepare students for the Mid Term and the Final.

Incomplete Grade
