1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author.  Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgement (citation) of the source is always mandatory.

1. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgement.

1. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.  (Chaminade General Catalog, online).

Any student caught plagiarizing will receive a failing grade for the paper.

Quizzes
The quizzes will be at the start of each class (the first 5 minutes) and will be based on the previous day’s reading.  Each quiz will consist of 3 questions and will focus on content.  A total of 12 quizzes will be given over the course of the semester; 10 will be counted toward the final grade.


Literary Papers
The literary papers will be preceded by a handout with specific due dates and requirements.  Each paper will be approximately 3-5 pages (1000 words) in length.


Paper Rubric for Literary Papers
5-	The paper exceeded the expectations of the assignment by integrating external sources or by applying n exceptional level of critical thinking skills.

4- 	The goal of the paper is clear, and the language and rhetorical techniques used in the paper are clear and effective for the audience provided.  In addition, the paper displays a clear, organizational structure, including an introduction, thesis, topic sentences, examples, transitions, and a conclusion.  The examples for the paper are detailed and logically connect to the thesis and the overall development of the paper.  Finally, the paper displays a strong command of grammar, punctuation, and sentence variation.

3-	The goal of the paper is clear, and the language and rhetorical techniques used in the paper are clear and effective for the audience provided.  In addition, the paper displays a clear, organizational structure, including an introduction, thesis, topic sentences, examples, transitions, and a conclusion.  The examples used in the essay are general and, therefore, make it difficult to analyze the logical connections between the examples and the overall development of the paper. Problems with grammar and punctuation may be present (3 or more minor errors).

2-	The goal of the paper is vague and lacks a clear thesis statement.  As such, the paper may not provide a clear organizational structure.  Also, the paper has many (8+) errors in grammar and punctuation.

1-    	The essay lacks a clear goal and an organizational structure, and the grammar and punctuation errors in the essay make it difficult to read.






Final Paper
The final paper must be 10 pages (2500 words) and must incorporate 10 sources.  This paper must be submitted via live text.

	The paper displays a clear organizational structure which includes an introduction, thesis, topic sentences, examples, transitions, and a conclusion, and the research clearly supports the thesis.
	The paper uses correct MLA documentation and contains few errors in grammar, punctuation, and sentence structure.

	B
	Same as above, however the summary introduction of the text is accurate but not as concise.
	Rhetorical techniques are applied correctly throughout the paper, but it may not be effective for the audience provided.
	The paper has a clear organizational structure, but further research may be needed for conclusive development.
	The paper may contain several errors in grammar, punctuation, and sentence structure.

	C
	The summary introduction or the paraphrase of the source may be less than accurate.  
	The rhetorical techniques may present less than a logical application.  Or additional techniques should have been used in the paper.
	The organizational structure is not always clear making it difficult to follow the writers points at all time, or further research is needed for sufficient support..
	The paper contains a few minor documentation errors or numerous errors in grammar and punctuation that do not hinder a general reading.

	D
  
	There is no summary introduction of the texts, and the text is not integrated into the paper.
	Same as above.
	The paper lacks a clear organizational structure (topic sentences and transitions)., or the research does not appear to support the thesis.
	The “works cited” page is not in MLA format.

	F
	It is unclear what additional texts are being used and for what purpose.
	It is unclear what techniques are being used
	The purpose of the paper/thesis is unclear and/or not support is given.
	No “works cited” page  was included in the paper.
