Course Introduction:
Elementary Japanese I is the first half of an elementary course on spoken and written Japanese designed for students who have Japanese language experience of zero to one year. The course will provide students with a basic foundation to enable them to acquire and develop Japanese language skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing. The instructor will conduct class with the expectation that students regularly prepare and review at home, so that they are able to use the limited class time for practicing both new and previously learned patterns of the Japanese language. Elementary Japanese will assume no prior knowledge of Japanese because there may be absolute beginners in the class. This will serve as a review for students who have previously studied the language. 

Course Objectives:
It is hoped that the students will be able to achieve the following objectives by the end of the course:

Listening:		Identify and understand the main idea of utterances in simple social exchanges.

Speaking:		Engage in exchanges that are common to everyday events, such as: greetings,
personal introductions, and other conversational situations the students are likely to face in daily life.

Reading:		Students will be able to read elementary readings in Japanese, and identify and understand main ideas of reading materials written hiragana, katakana, and elementary kanji. 
Writing:		Students will learn hiragana, katakana, and kanji (Japanese characters), and should be able to compose memo-type notes, messages, and short letters in hiragana and katakana.
Classroom Policies:
1. No eating food during class time. Drinks like coffee and juice are OK. 
1. Please turn off your cell phones before class begins.
1. Please come to class on time. If you come to class late, please enter quietly and sit down. Class will begin promptly at 9:00am.
1. No texting in class.
