Course Description
In English 201, you will read a collection of poems, short stories, plays, and novels by a variety of writers.  Our goal will be to enjoy and explore the experience of reading literature, what great writers can teach us about the times in which the authors lived, and how it relates to our own lives.  We will compare and contrast several works by different authors, to help us appreciate the variety of literary skills and techniques great authors can apply through different types of literature.  You will also learn some fundamental critical approaches to analyzing works of literature.  You will write essays that communicate your responses to such literature to others.  Class activities will deepen your understanding of the works we examine, in terms of the technical skills used by the authors in creating them.  You will acquire an understanding of the basic terms and concepts of literary analysis that help readers discuss and write about literature.
Required Texts
You will need to buy copies of the following works, at bookstores or online.  Where possible, buy the Penguin Classics versions of the works.
Sir Arthur Conan Doyle:	Hound of the Baskervilles
Charles Dickens: 	A Christmas Carol
William Shakespeare:	Macbeth; Richard III (Folger Shakespeare editions preferred)
Stevenson:		The Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde
Wilde:			Picture of Dorian Gray; The Importance of Being Earnest
The poems and short stories in the course schedule will be available online as etexts through the class website.

In the case of suspected plagiarism, you will be asked to submit all of the work that led you to that final piece of work.  If plagiarism is confirmed then you will fail that assignment.  A second act of plagiarism will result in the failure of the course.  We will also discuss the finer points of plagiarism in class.

· Analyze works of literature using basic concepts and terminology of literary analysis;
· Write with an awareness of purpose and audience, using MLA style documentation when appropriate;
· Identify, interpret, and discuss themes, metaphors and symbols in works of literature;
· Support interpretations with examples that demonstrate careful textual analysis;
· Research and organize information from various sources to formulate, develop, and support ideas in essays and oral presentations;
· Revise, edit, and proofread essays for grammatical correctness, clarity, and effectiveness.
