These questions can come from points of interest or confusion from the readings. It is very important that discussion questions be handed in typed on the due date. Signature Assignment: Concept Analysis

This assignment is intended to get you thinking about how to design open-ended problem solving/learning activities based on a working knowledge of human information processing. If you are unfamiliar with these terms don’t worry, it is expected that students begin the course as novices and work to develop an understanding of these issues as the term progresses. We will have discussions and class activities to support your efforts on this assignment. Your objective will be to design an original problem solving task within a content area of either: math, science, reading comprehension, or expository writing. The task that you create must be engaging, challenging and solvable in multiple ways. You are strongly encouraged to draw inspiration from relevant outside resources with the proper citations but your activity must be uniquely yours in some demonstrable way. Each section will be turned in individually for grading and then be resubmitted collectively as one final document at the end of the term. Students will receive a possible ten points for each section submitted individually and up to fifty points for the revised sections in the completed document. For peer review bring a hard copy draft to class. For final submission of each section and the final version all sections must be submitted through livetext.com


Section I: Concept Summary
Write a one to two page summary of the concept that you want to focus on in your task analysis. Be sure to include clear examples of the concept  This will be the focus of a problem solving task later so be sure to choose a concept carefully that can reveal student’s thinking and problem solving. Remember that it must be in one of the four areas: math, science, reading comprehension, or expository writing. Be sure to have at least one or better  two references about your concept. These can be textbooks or articles about your concept.

Section III: Task development
The task for this assignment must be one that requires conceptual thinking. The task must have an overall question that learner is trying to answer and cannot be simply a string of exercises, memorized facts, work sheet, or prepackaged curricular items. 

Identify the concept the learner is expected to obtain from working on this task (not a series of steps to be memorized!) 

Describe the task clearly list all necessary materials and provide copies of all written documents that would be necessary to implement the task with a learner. Also list all additional materials. Indicate how this task requires conceptual thinking.

Describe your reasoning for the problem solving task. Cite references here in APA style.  How is this learning task important? What is unique to your approach?

How is this task planning to encourage..? (if it will not address one of these then make a clear case for why it is not relevant in your case). Provide examples for each. 

1. Active processing

2. Minimizing cognitive load

3. Dual coding

4. Physical Modeling

Create a learner profile: Identify the type of learner for which this task would be appropriate and indicate why.  Provide at least grade level, age language status, gender and other unique information relevant to the completion of your task.

Section IV Assessment Plan

Provide a 1-2 page detailed objective scoring plan to score the task on a 1-100% scale of understanding with identification of conceptual errors and strengths. Each Plan should include a rubric with clear examples of a response that would fit that particular category (e.g., , show me an example of a response that shows conceptual understanding that a child might offer, and one that does not). A successful scoring plan would be one that could be given to a stranger with good content knowledge and produce the same score as the person who created the plan.

Section V: Field testing

Find a learner or a pair of learners that you would expect to find your task challenging but not overwhelming. This person should match your hypothetical learner you described in section one.  Give the task and ask the learner(s) and instruct them to talk aloud as they are working on the task while you take notes. The learner should spend between 10-30 minutes in focused thinking on the task. You should record as much as possible about everything that each learner tries both successful and unsuccessful. If the learner will not speak or finds the task too easy or does not spend the minimum of 10 minutes then find another learner to attempt the task. If the task is too hard you may also go to another learner. If revision of your learner profile is needed you may do this but you must talk with me about how to do this. When you come to class:
1. Choose a key strategy used by the learner in your field testing and provide a detailed description of the steps that they took to work on your task. 
a. What did they know? 
b. What did they not know?
c. What do you think was their concept?
