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Catalog Course Description

Major concepts of accounting and their use in the management of the business firm and in the preparation of corporate financial statements.  Emphasis is placed on understanding accounting terminology and management use of accounting data and reports.

Course Objectives

This course is intended to provide students without an undergraduate business major with the basic accounting knowledge to progress to Managerial Accounting concepts.  Emphasis is placed on understanding basic accounting terminology and concepts and their practical application to business managers.

Accounting is a very difficult subject area.  Consequently, students will be expected to contribute a significant amount of time outside of the classroom during the quarter.  It is expected that students will need to spend a minimum of 10 – 15 hours per week outside of class to succeed in this course.

Homework

The homework assignments indicated on the course schedule are to be turned-in the class session following the discussion on the chapter and are worth 5 points for each module. Comprehensive Problem
This project involves the completion of the “Comprehensive Problems” found at the end of each of the chapters of the textbook, beginning with Chapter 7.  The project is due at 11:59 PM on December 20 and is to be placed in the appropriate drop box in eCollege.
Group Project

The class will be divided into groups and each group will select a company on which to perform a financial analysis.  The company will be a publicly-traded company and the analysis should be based on the financial analysis presented in the handout distributed in class. The assignment consists of a written report as well as an oral presentation. 
Exams

As indicated on the course schedule, there will be two exams worth 100 points each.  Exams are closed book/closed notes; however, students will be allowed to use three 8 ½ x 11 papers (front and back) to use as “cheat sheets” for each exam.  The “cheat sheets” must be hand-written (i.e. no pages typed in 2 point font).

Daily Quiz
A daily quiz will be given at the beginning of class every week.  Successful completion of the daily quiz will result in 1 point.  However, failure to take a daily quiz because of absence will result in a negative 40 point deduction and failure to take a daily quiz due to tardiness will result in a deduction of 10 points each.
Students are allowed one absence and one tardy without penalty; the second occurrence of each will result in the above penalties.
