Welcome to CJ 740.  I am very excited for us to learn together.  Breathe life into our on-line learning: share a little about yourself with your classmates. Here is a brief bit about me.  I am a Community Corrections Officer with the Washington Department of Corrections.  I previously supervised two different community corrections units, each with 10 community corrections officers (essentially probation and parole officers) and a state-owned, contractor-operated work release facility. Prior to joining DOC, I was an Army officer, serving 24 years in Military Intelligence.  Almost half of my career was spent in counterintelligence positions, investigating and countering espionage and terrorism.  I received a B.A. in Political Science from the University of Washington and an MSCJA from Chaminade.  My professional memberships include the American Correctional Association and the American Probation & Parole Association.  

Course Description:

From the Chaminade Catalog: “An analysis of the techniques of probation, parole, after-care supervision and related services.”  [Sorry, that’s all the catalog says.]

Student Learning Outcomes: 
Upon course completion, students will understand:

· The relationship of community corrections to other components of the CJ system (institutional corrections, the courts and law enforcement) 

· Different models of probation and parole services related to the branches of government, political influences, and to the purposes of corrections.

· Pretrial and presentencing services, and diversion programs.

· Offender reentry, bridging programs (halfway houses), offender rehabilitation, and current research on “what works” (evidence-based practices) in corrections.

· Significant contemporary issues in community corrections and their historical antecedents.

Assessment: 

Students will demonstrate mastery of learning outcomes by:

· Discussing the history of American community corrections and how the history shaped community corrections today.

· Discussing the most important contemporary issues in community corrections.

· Listing the roles and functions of probation and parole officers and discussing the perceived role conflicts caused by the competing “Corrections” and “Justice” models of the CJ system. 

· Explaining the differences between the adult and juvenile criminal justice systems and the supervision of adults and juveniles in the community.

· Discussing how they see the future of community corrections. 

Grading will be according to the MSCJA standard:

Paper #1 
Interview a community corrections practitioner (e.g., probation, parole, community corrections, community supervision or pretrial services officer or agent).  What are his/her duties and responsibilities, both formal and informal?  What training and education does his/her agency require before and during employment?  How does he/she interact with offenders, offenders’ families and employers, counselors and rehabilitation services, law enforcement agencies and other criminal justice organizations, and community groups and individuals?   How do these duties, responsibilities, and relationships compare to what you learned in your course readings?  (You are encouraged, but not required, to use other sources and references for this paper.)  Share what you learned with your classmates on the discussion board. 

Paper #2   
Interview someone that offers services to offenders in the community.  Examples include, but are not limited to, the following: employment or housing agencies; drug and alcohol counselors; sexual deviancy or domestic violence therapists; halfway house or homeless shelter staff; faith-based charities; education programs; and welfare offices.  What services are offered?  Describe the person’s experience with offenders.  What relationship has the person had with community corrections practitioners?  Share what you learned with your classmates on the discussion board.  


Paper requirements:
· The APA style must be used for citing works used.  Examples of APA citations are here:  http://www.library.cornell.edu/resrch/citmanage/apa .
· Plagiarism will result in a failing grade on the paper.  You must credit the sources for all facts or ideas that are not your own unless the information is “public knowledge,” which normally means there are at least three sources that give the same information.  Place all direct quotes in quotation marks.  Do not make minor wording or syntax changes from an original source and claim it as your own work.  If in doubt, cite it.
· The papers (and your interviews) should explore the subjects in detail.  It is unlikely any subject could be adequately covered in two pages.  But if all key points can be made in four-to-five pages, you won’t score extra credit by submitting a verbose, 30-page treatise.  Sometimes, “less is more.”

· I encourage effective writing, i.e., writing with a purpose and in a manner that is clearly understood.  

1) Have one “controlling idea” and put the “Bottom Line Up Front” (BLUF).  
2) Organize the body of the paper to coherently support your controlling idea.  

3) Use relatively short paragraphs; each should normally have one main supporting idea related to your controlling idea.  

4) Use a summary to tie it all together.  In other words, tell me what you are going to say, then say it, and then tell me what you said.  

5) Use active voice and avoid very long sentences with numerous clauses.  

6) “Packaging” with bullets, subparagraphs, etc. appeals to the eye and helps convey ideas.  

7) Excessive spelling, grammatical or typographical errors decrease writing effectiveness and will be considered in grading the paper. 

Legal Case Briefs: 
You will be with a team of one or two other students.  Your team will review one or two assigned Supreme Court cases.  For each case, prepare a paper (brief) of no more than 2 pages as follows:

1)  Case Title

2)  Issue:  What was the legal question the court was deciding?

3)  Facts:  Briefly summarize the case in your own words.

4)  Held:  What was the Court's decision?  Briefly summarize the Court's reasoning behind the decision.

5)  Significance:  Why is the ruling significant to community corrections practice and theory? This may require you to review your readings and, possibly, do some other limited research.

Attendance:
“Attendance” for an on-line class seems an oxymoron, but is essential for learning.  You can attend in one of two ways (or both).

· Chat:  Though I realize not everyone may be able to participate due to job conflicts etc., this is an awesome and fun way to learn. (As long as you inform me of such conflicts ahead of time, you will not be penalized for missing these sessions).  For this class, I will meet with students on Wednesdays, from 5:15 to 7:15 P.M. Hawaiian Standard Time for “class discussions.” Before and after each class, I will also be available for questions and answers and to “talk story.”  We will simulate a traditional classroom setting through these sessions.
· Discussion Boards: Students can use the Discussion function at any time and are expected to post and review others posts frequently.  I will attempt to post both my own questions to students as well as reiterate some of the good questions and comments from the Wednesday classroom sessions.  I will frequently review discussion threads and emails.   You will also participate in small group discussions.  I may also ask you to post discussion questions.  Here are some standard courtesies and expectations for the discussion boards:

· Review the discussion threads thoroughly before entering the discussion. 

· Try to maintain threads by using the "Reply" button rather starting a new topic.

· Do not make insulting or inflammatory statements to other members of the discussion group. Be respectful of other’s ideas. 

· Be patient; read the comments of others thoroughly before entering your remarks. 

· Respond in a thoughtful and timely manner.

· Additionally, I will consider the following in awarding participation points:
· Late additions to discussion threads from previous units, e.g., you learn relevant information about indeterminate sentencing during the unit on parole and choose to share that info by adding to the discussion for Unit 1.

· Webliography additions.

Comments on the Readings
Probation and Parole provides a unique perspective for an academic text, as Abadinsky draws upon many years of experience as a New York parole officer in addition to his research.  He intended the book to be an undergraduate text.  Therefore, he wrote it as a broad survey of probation and parole.  I tailored it to this graduate-level class by jumping around the chapters, supplementing it with other readings, and dispensing with readings of foundational information you should already know.  

Survival Guide is a practical book covering such areas as ethics, safety and probationer/probation officer interaction.   It gives the reader a good “feel” for the PO’s job. Of course, I will share my own insights and experiences on these topics and others. 

The other “required readings” are just as important – some more so – than your textbooks.  Though somewhat dated, Joan Petersilia’s articles on probation and parole are particularly valuable introductions to community corrections.  Dr. Petersilia summarized the history, important contemporary issues and significant research related to probation and parole. 

“Recommended readings” are optional, but I chose them with care.  In a 10-week course, we can only cover so much material.  The recommended readings will further your understanding of the weekly topics.  I especially encourage students considering a career in community corrections to read these articles and monographs.  
The recommended text, Community-Based Correction, fills in some of the gaps from Abadinsky, with an emphasis on “what works” in community corrections and a more thorough discussion of the other aspects of community corrections besides probation and parole.
