      Course Description:
Comprehensive overview of historical, philosophical, legal and sociological principles of education as well as an introduction to theories and basic concepts of educational psychology for effective teaching of diverse student populations in PK-12 classrooms.  This course is required for post baccalaureate licensure. The course also serves as an orientation to the Graduate School of Education.

      Course Objectives:
The goal of this course is to develop students’ understanding and expertise in both teaching and learning with an overview of the historical, social and philosophical aspects of American education.  In addition, the course focuses application of educational psychology in classroom practice.  An orientation to Chaminade University’s graduate program in education is also provided.

      This course aims to help students’ develop and demonstrate the following:
· Knowledge and comprehension of basic educational foundation facts, concepts, and principles;
· Association of ideas with given theoretical positions (situational or scenarios);

· Evaluate and review research and statistical concepts and procedures for the educational setting; and
· Ability to apply various concepts and theories as they apply to particular teaching situations and problems under the following areas:
· Educational Aims and Philosophies
· Cognitive Perspective 
(memory, complex cognitive process, cognitive theory)
· Behavioral Perspective
(classical conditioning, operant conditioning, applications of behavioral perspectives)
· Development
(cognitive, social, moral, gender)
· Motivation
(social-cognitive theories of motivation)
· Individual Differences
(multiple intelligence, exceptionalities in learning)
· Assessment
(classroom assessments, descriptive statistics)
· Pedagogy
(graphic organizers, classroom management, instructional design & strategies)

      Assignments and Participation

      Assignments and Projects:
Student commitment is very important in this course.  No late assignments will be accepted unless arrangements have been made prior to due date.  An incomplete (I) grade will be given only under emergency situations and much dialogue between the student and instructor has taken place; two weeks prior to the deadline for submitting grades to the Registrar’s Office.  

All assignments will include a signature cover page that can be found in the doc sharing tab.

· Discussions/Blogs:  You will turn in work on time. If there is an emergency and you cannot meet deadline, please email or call the instructor. Missed work may NOT be made up once the week has passed so be prepared with a back-up plan if your computer crashes or you will be out of town. 

· Task Analysis: The task for this assignment must be one that requires conceptual thinking. The task must have an overall question that learner is trying to answer and cannot be simply a string of exercises, memorized facts, work sheet, or prepackaged curricular items.  This paper MUST BE submitted via Live Text.  Please see handout for more information.  Task Analysis is due by the 8th week session.

· Mid-Term project: This project will be given to you in the 2nd week.  Please read directions carefully and complete all task for the project.

· Philosophy of Education. Develop your own philosophy of education. This paper will be types, double spaced with 1” margins using APA style.  Please include any of the major theorist or educational leaders that have influenced your philosophy.  See rubric for all required elements due 10th class session.

· Video Response Paper: Write a response paper in APA style based on a video.  You will select three of the individuals in the video and tie in to what you viewed in the video to your textbook. Video response paper 1 is due the 3rd week and Video response paper 2 is due by the 6th week session.

General Rubric for Evaluation of Assignments

1. Discussions/Blogs: Full points will be awarded to those who attend class on time (2 point) and who participate with a spirit of flexibility, and positive energy, in discussions and the various activities.
 	 	
2. Task Analysis: Paper is to be written in formal academic style.  Students will be evaluated based on the classroom/school observations correlating with textbook readings and other resources.  Paper is written in APA format and submitted via Live Text.  No late papers will be accepted. 
 
3. Video Response Papers: Papers is to be written in formal academic style. Outstanding papers will be turned in on time, use correct grammar, syntax and spelling, include all factors identified in the assignment, use at least four references to your textbook and/or other outside resource materials, and either synthesize or analyze observations based on what has been viewed, rather than providing only a simple reporting of facts. No late papers will be accepted.

4. Personal Philosophy Statement: Outstanding papers will be turned in on time, use correct grammar, syntax and spelling, include all factors identified in the assignment, use outside references, and include evidence of analysis and synthesis, rather than providing only a simple reporting of facts. See the full rubric below for further requirements. No late papers will be accepted.

      Examples:
