Course Description:
Study of the materials and techniques used in preparation of presentations of interior design and architectural projects. Perspective  and volumetric drawings are reviewed with emphasis on the illustration of three-dimensional space.  Drawings are explored for design development with sketching techniques and various rendering methods and various media such as: graphite, ink, colored pencils, marking pens, watercolor, and pastel.  Design and construction of final works for presentation, final drawings, material boards, models and portfolios will also be explained and demonstrated.
Course Objectives:  Students will have a panoply of presentation techniques



        exemplified in their media portfolio which they can refer to

                                  for future reference and for interviews.

        with many  verbal, visual, written and performed presentation 



        situations. As a beginning interior designer in internships or working in full 



        positions, upper division scholars will have more professional presentation


        skills in all of the above listed.
Learning Outcomes:  While this course will be covering the above mentioned  material, the students will continue in this upper division Interior Design course to demonstrate Emerging then Developing and hopefully reach Mastering competency levels while learning the information and practicing the various presentation skills. Students will directly and indirectly learn to demonstrate  PROFESSIONALISM as expected in the industry; the design process and all that it entails; PRINCIPLES AND PRIORITIES as they are best practiced; PUBLIC AND ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION for our built and ecological surroundings; and PRESENTATION skills using all the media that is appropriate for any project.
