Project #3
One open mold casting of a small sculpture with lead or aluminum, and 



one fine detail work of any medium. 2 works due by:  

(12th week)


This project focuses on the discipline of working in fine details.

Project #4
Woodcarving combined with at least one extra medium. One work due by:










(Final week of  semester)



This project demands high level of self expression and a mature design.

Tools and material:


Clay work tools and mirrors provide. Other tools are same as AR255.

Material will be discussed before each project.
