Course Description:


This course is an introduction to criminology and the social, political, and economic environments in which crime flourishes.  Among other things, students will examine the nature and types of crimes, theories of crime, and statistics of crime.  Open to non-criminal justice majors.

· Assess the criminal justice system’s relationship to society

· Do critical analyses of it’s strengths and weaknesses:
· Evaluate and prioritize theoretical perspectives;
· Pursue the development of crime, criminology, and social problems.

Attendance Policy:

Due to the intensive components of this course, attendance is mandatory.  Attendance will be comprised of one-third of the final class grade.  Upon three absences a deficiency notice will be sent to the registrar with the recommendation that the student withdraw from the course.  Students who miss three or more classes will receive a grade of “FA-failure due to poor attendance.”  On rare occasions, exceptions will be made due to documented military necessity and/or serious family reasons.  It will be the student’s responsibility to communicate with the registrar regarding withdraws, add/drops, credit/no credit options. Grading Policy:


Grades will be based on a point system.  There will be a total of 300 points possible points; 100 points for attendance/participation; 100 points for mid-term and final exam 50/50; and 100 points for written research project.

All papers must conform to the Chaminade University writing requirement.  Double-space, APA standard paper.  Minimum of 4 references are required, 1 of which may be from the Internet.
