	Signature Assignment
	Final Lab Report: The final paper is designed to report the student’s overall findings with interviewing children and applying developmental theories to practice.  In addition to reporting on what they have learned from administering the lab tasks, students will also choose one peer review article from a development journal to summarize and give its implications for improving educational practice. A template for the paper with detailed instructions is posted.

2. Two one page video reflections
3. Participation: In this class we will be developing an online learning community. This requires that you understand that the quality of your participation is important not only to your own grade but also effects the learning outcomes for others in the class. To honor this responsibility you are asked to participate in the online discussions consistently in a sprit that respects the ideas of your peers and values of Chaminade University.			
1. Reading questions: For each weekly reading. A good rule of thumb is that you should at minimum provide one discussion question and two responses for each separate discussion thread.. 
1. Discussion of signature assignment: Most weeks you will be asked to share and critique your ideas and the ideas of others in the discussion threads. Be sure to participate in these. Also two one question, two responses minimum per thread.
1. Peer review: Each student should after introducing themselves find a classmate who can serve as a peer reviewer. To share assignments to for feedback and discussion. Students should pair with someone who can login at similar times to support discussion. Students are expected to spend the equivalent of on ground class time online. 	EDUCATION DIVISION ATTENDANCE POLICY: The Chaminade Education Division has a new attendance policy that is now in effect for all classes. Please be aware of this because an inability to attend class regularly and punctually will adversely affect your grade in the following ways:
1)      Absences totaling more than 10% of the number of classes (will result in a lowering of the overall grade by one letter grade. A student who misses 20% or more should drop the class..
2)      Tardy: 10% of class time is equivalent to ½ class absence. 25 min. = ½ class absence. 
3)    For online courses failure to login/participate for one week is equivalent to an absence in a traditional on ground course. Two weeks of not loging in constitute grounds for removal from the course.
