	Assigned Discussion Questions: 30 points (3 pts. /wk)
Each week you are required to answer the "DQ". Answers should be based on content from the texts (citations included) and include a reflective statement/response to the question as to how this topic has impacted your thinking as a teacher/guide for children. This assignment is designed to help you integrate content from the readings. Please respond to at least two (2) of your classmates per week. Please try to respond to different classmates each time, this will be a wonderful way to build our learning community.
Case Study:  10 points
This assignment will be based on your observations and analysis of a learning situation.
*The observation should be made in an educational setting, preferably a classroom.
*Your narrative should include a description of the setting, demographics of the observed group, the diverse learning styles observed, the application of learning theories and teaching approaches used, and any other significant information.
*You will include your analysis of the observation, and any learning styles inventories employed.
* You will include at least two other references to readings and/or Internet research sources other than the textbooks used for this course.
*The case study should be 3-5 pages in length. (Title page and reference pages do not count in the length).
3-Part Lesson Plan: 15 points (5 pts. per lesson)
Through this assignment, you will demonstrate an understanding of learning styles by creating 3 different lesson plans that focus on the same content. Each lesson plan must address a different learning style. The final lesson plan will integrate all three learning styles (an integration of your first two lesson plans along with this one).

Scenerio: Imagine that you are a classroom teacher with a very diverse group of student learners. You are preparing to teach an academic concept (e.g. life cycle of a butterfly, water cycle, primary colors, etc.) and must consider how to best present your material to reach the variety of learning styles in your classroom family.  
 **The final integrated lesson plan will be presented in class on 5/26.  You will teach your lesson as if we are your students.

*Choose a grade level and content area to teach (you can refer to the state standards for ideas)
*Reflect, "How will I "teach" my lesson while providing accommodation or differentiation to support a variety of learning styles?"
*You will create three lesson plans that focus on the same concept. Each lesson plan will be written to accommodate a different learning style.


Analytic Curriculum Review Paper: 20 points
As teachers, we are often asked to review and assess curricula to determine whether or not it is or can be beneficial to our students. In this paper, you will use the knowledge gained from our texts along with other resources to analyze a specific program and decide whether or not you would choose it for your (hypothetical) school. This paper will demonstrate your knowledge, critical thinking skills, and applications of the concepts from learning theories and learning styles.
To begin:
Choose an educational publisher (Scott-Foresman, Houghton-Mifflin, Scholastic, etc.) or an online educational service.
Choose a grade level and content area (i.e., 4th Grade Science, Kdg. Language Arts, 2nd Grade Math)
Review at least one unit within the program.
Create a set of criteria for choosing an appropriate program.
Determine whether or not this program meets the criteria and use evidence to support your conclusion. Your decision should be based on research from our texts as well as three other resources.
Remember, an appropriate program should meet the needs of diverse learners.
This paper provides you an opportunity to demonstrate your knowledge of course content areas, critical thinking skills, and the ability to apply theoretical knowledge into learning environments.
The analytic paper should be approximately 5-7 pages in length (title page and reference page are not included in the page count).

Signature Assignment: Learning Theories Portfolio: 
15 points
To prepare for this assignment, please independently read the text, Theories of Human Learning, focusing on each of the movements in Learning theory: Behaviorism, Cognitive, Motivation, and Social Learning. Let your creativity shine through as you create a power point presentation which will efficiently summarize the learning theories described in our text.....in addition to content, you are welcome to include graphics, color, etc., to reach out to the variety of learning styles of your readers.


Attendance and Participation: 10 points
Full points will be awarded to those who turn in assignments on time, and who participate on-line and in-class with enthusiasm and interest in discussions and activities.
