Course Description: 
The course is intended to introduce the students to forms of communication including one-on-one, small group, and presenting. The course includes class discussions and activities, opportunity for expressing opinions and knowledge, research and presentation.

Course Expectations: Communications is a hands-on learning process that will require students to attend and participate. Class participation is figured into the grade as 25% of the overall.
