Catalog Course Description

This course presents counseling approaches and techniques used in helping relationships. The course combines experiential and didactic instruction, giving the student an opportunity to explore helping strategies and develop a philosophy of counseling.

Assessment
1. Online participation/ Video Review - 160 pts. This class will look at many topics. Each week I will post  relevant stories, and cases that relate to the topics and chapters we are studying. Students are required to post at least 2 times a week. The weekly discussion board will be weighted as some weeks will require more work (see grade book for points).  One personal post and one response to a fellow learner. Initial personal posts should be  ½ to 1 paragraph in length, and of relevant material.  Any additional posts to the required posts are free writing- any length. We will also be looking at growth, insights and observations of students’ experiences. This will be an educational, informative and fun way to keep in touch with the entire class. Class will run from Monday to Saturday. Initial posts must be made by NLT Thursday and response posts to fellow classmates must be made by midnight Saturday.  Entries made after the due dates hold a 70% value. Entries made more than two weeks past the due date hold a 50% value.
2. Chapter Assignments- 14 Chapters @  2 per week (depending on the week) -20 points/week-  There will be a booklet of questions, case studies, and assignments to accompany each chapter. 
3. Theories  Summary 30 points each- Students select one major theory from the book and one alternative type of therapy. A guided summary paper will be completed for each type of therapy.  These two types of therapy will integrate and act as the foundation for  the final integrative project.  There will be a complete guidance format for you to follow; this will be available in the course room. All writing assignments are expected to be in APA format.
4. Project 60 points- The final project will be a power point presentation integrating the methods of counseling (group, art therapy, individual/ relaxation techniques, cognitive- behavioral/ journaling) The project will be to set up a counseling facility and come up with a goals statement, and discuss what kind of services you will offer and why; how you style, and why your chosen styles fit into your program.  PowerPoint presentation should be appx 5-7 slides. The slide show will be presented as if you were telling a group of individuals about your facility. This is going to be a class effort project; your work will be displayed in a class video at the end of the semester. I will have an example slide show for you to follow. 
5. Mid-term and final 50 points each- will be made up of short answers, multiple choice and essay questions. Exams will hold a higher point value and will be scaled down. 
Due dates
See class schedule for specific due dates, in-class exercises, movie reviews and writing assignments. 

Assignments: 
· Papers and assignments turned in late will hold a penalty of 1 grade step lower each week it is late, starting from the day after the due date. In other words, if you had in an assignment 1 day or 7 days late, you will be scored from one letter grade down-B, hand the assignment in from 8-15 days late it will be scored from a C.  

· Due dates are clearly defined on your Tentative Schedule.

· No extra credit or special arrangements for only one student will be arranged. I will not make up extra assignments for students wanting to bump up their grade.  

· No special arrangements are to be made for only one student for anything.  

· All work needs to be completed within the time frame of the class.  Nothing will be accepted after the last class of the term

Attendance
Since this  an online class the participation is a bit more flexible. You are still required to follow the guidelines and be present in the course room each week. This not an independent study class. We will advance through the weeks, week by week. I will not open subsequent weeks early. If you need extra assignments you will have the opportunity to work ahead on your theory summaries and on your final project. 
Scientific Method Definitions

The METHODS OF SCIENCE are only tools, tools that we use to obtain knowledge about phenomena.

The SCIENTIFIC METHOD is a set of assumptions and rules about collecting and evaluating data.  The explicitly stated assumptions and rules enable a standard, systematic method of investigation that is designed to reduce bias as much as possible.  Central to the scientific method is the collection of data, which allows investigators to put their ideas to an empirical test, outside of or apart from their personal biases.  In essence, stripped of all its glamour, scientific inquiry is nothing more THAN A WAY OF LIMITING FALSE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT NATURAL EVENTS.
Knowledge of which the credibility of a profession is based must be objective and verifiable (testable) rather than subjective and untestable.

SCIENCE is a mode of controlled inquiry to develop an objective, effective, and credible way of knowing.

The assumptions one makes regarding the basic qualities of human nature (that is, cognitive, affective, behavioral, and physiological processes) affect how one conceptualizes human behavior.

The two basic functions of scientific approach are 1) advance knowledge, to make discoveries, and to learn facts in order to improve some aspect of the world, and 2) to establish relations among events, develop theories, and this helps professionals to make predictions of future events.








Research Design and Counseling

A THEORY is a large body of interconnected propositions about how some portion of the world operates; a HYPOTHESIS is a smaller body of propositions.  HYPOTHESES are smaller versions of theories.  Some are derived or born from theories.  Others begin as researchers’ hunches and develop into theories.

The PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE decrees we can only falsify, not verify (prove), theories because we can never be sure that any given theory provides the best explanation for a set of observations.








Research Method in Social Relations

THEORIES are not themselves directly proved or disproved by research.  Even HYPOTHESES cannot be proved or disproved directly.  Rather, research may either support or fail to support a particular hypothesis derived from a theory. 

Scientific research has four general goals: (1) to describe behavior, (2) to predict behavior, (3) to determine the causes of behavior, and (4) to understand or explain behavior.

In order to verify the reliability and validity of scientific research it is important to replicate the results.  It is the preponderance of evidence that establishes/supports the theory.

Marianist Educational Values                                                                                                        
Chaminade University is a Catholic, Marianist University.  The five characteristics of a Marianist education are:

1. Educate for Formation in Faith
Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor coupled with respectful humility provide a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.
2. Provide an Excellent Education
In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.  Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously:  an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it.
3. Educate in Family Spirit
Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.

4. Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace
The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.  
5. Educate for Adaptation to Change
In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist University faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.
