PROGRAM LINKING STATEMENT:

     This course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the MSCP program community counseling emphasis student learning outcomes of:  1) foundations of com-munity counseling, and  2) contextual dimensions: community counseling.  In addition, this course addresses the MSCP core program student learning outcomes of:  1) profess- 

ional issues and ethics, 2) research and evaluation; and 3) social and cultural foundations.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

     This course will examine counseling psychology within the community environment.  The general focus of the course will be on preventative counseling within the community context.  Models of service delivery, the impact of the environment, cross-cultural con-cerns, ethics, the history of mental health, research, and counselor competencies will be explored.  This course will specifically examine alcohol and substance abuse, physical and sexual abuse, stress management, health psychology, managed care, the relationship between economic status and mental health, social support, delinquency and criminality, crisis counseling, gerontology, consultation, community agencies and programs, and legal and social policies related to children and families. The impact of multicultural concerns, ethics, and legal and social policies on services development, delivery, and availability will be examined from both a practitioner and a community-based service perspective.  

It is imperative that students keep all syllabi from all courses taken while in the MSCP Program to facilitate the application process for Licensing, Certification, Doctoral program applications, etc.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES: 

By the completion of this course students will demonstrate an understanding of:
*  The history, philosophy, and development of community counseling and the mental

    health movement, including selected models of community counseling.

*  The central themes of community psychology as they relate to community counseling, 

    school counseling, and marriage and family therapy.

*  The structure and operation of professional organizations, credentialing bodies, ethical

    codes, training standards, and professional issues unique to community counseling.

*  The role and general principles of community networking, outreach, intervention and

    consultation, and education and training characteristics of human services programs 

    in communities; public private and volunteer.

*  Prevention, social support, crisis and coping, and self-help in relation to self and the

    community.

*  The referral process for mental health services and other community-based social 

    services within the state of Hawaii.

*  The importance of diversity, multicultural sensitivity, and knowledge of the options,
   needs, rights and requirements of special populations relative to community counseling.

*  Legal and ethical issues in the field in both public and private settings.

*  The functions of program development and evaluation and other competency measures.

*  The relationship between community counseling and assessment instruments utilized.
    with various client populations in community counseling settings.   

*  The relationship between community counseling and the scientific method.

*  The relationship between community counseling and research.

*  Future trends and the change process relative to issues of community counseling, and    

    the use of technology in individual and group counseling settings in the community.

EXPLANATION OF COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

     Because this is an accelerated class, every absence constitutes a major loss of data as well as ability to participate in class activities. There is NO exception for absences.  Each class is 4 attendance and participation points. Missing more than two hours of a class will result in an absence. If you arrive late or will be leaving class early, be sure to inform the Instructor so you receive correct attendance points instead of automatic 4 point absence.

     The class activities, presentations, research paper, site interview and referral resource list give students the opportunity to demonstrate the ability to research and present topic materials in a scholarly and collaborative manner, and to explore and become familiarized with the field and practice of community mental health counseling, administration, and consultation. The 3 quizzes and Final Exam serve as objective measures of the students’ overall understanding and retention of course content, concepts, information and material.
DESCRIPTION OF THE ASSIGNMENTS:
Pro/Con community issue handout and student-led class discussion

     Student dyads will find and present to class two opposing sources of information on a community-related issue.  Sources can include newspaper/journal/magazine/substantiated Internet sources, or other empirically-sound sources of information.  Bring a copy of what you will be presenting for each class member and Instructor Week 2. Be sure to limit your pro or con sources handout to 1 or 2 pages maximum, as class needs time to read them.  
Site Interview and Presentation    




    
    30 points

    Each student will perform a Community Agency Site Visit to a site that offers services in the specialization area of the student (such as mental health counseling, at-risk youth, elderly services, etc.).  The site visit must be done in person.  Be sure to make an appoint-ment with the site contact representative prior to the site visit.  The site visit information sheet format is specific and will be handed out week 2 in class. Students are to complete the Site Interview Information Sheet for the site, and make a copy for each class member, or give it to Instructor 1 week prior to the Week 7 presentations to make copies for class.
Chapter Topic Presentation






    30 points

    Student dyads will present pre-approved key concepts from one chapter in the course text and accompany the presentation with a class activity or exercise to demonstrate the concepts. Presentations are 15 minutes each student; 20 minutes, maximum. The class activity or exercise is 5 minutes each student; 10 minutes maximum, if done as a dyad.
Referral Resource List and Discussion




     30 points

     Each student will be responsible for developing a comprehensive list of service provi-ders related to a specific area of community counseling and mental health services. (For example, substance and alcohol abuse; domestic violence; crisis counseling; gerontology; housing and employment assistance; mental health services; career or retirement counsel-ing; disabilities; delinquency/criminality; etc. (e.g., what services are provided, where can the services be accessed and by whom, the cost, and other information and data you deem important.) Students are to make a copy of their List for each class member.  Or, provide the Instructor with a master at least 1 week prior to Week 8 presentations to make copies.

1.  The structure and operations of professional organizations

4.  Training standards for community counselors
5.  A professional issue unique to community counseling
Submit your topic selection by CUH email no later than 10 p.m. Sunday, July 31, 2011.
After Instructor screens for duplications and approves topic, develop the research paper.
Make a copy of your mini-research paper for each class member. Or, give Instructor a copy of your paper at least 1 week prior to Week 9 presentations to make copies for class.

    It is strongly recommended to focus your assignments on your Community Counseling       area of emphasis. (e.g., Mental Health Counseling, Rehabilitation Counseling, Substance or Alcohol Abuse Counseling, Gerontology, Homelessness, Youth-at-Risk, etc.), as you may find it highly beneficial to connect your research and presentation topics with your particular track/area of emphasis.  This enables a holistic learning experience in the coun-seling and guidance area most relevant to your educational goals.  If undecided as to a specific area of emphasis in Community Counseling, you are encouraged to focus your class exercises and assignments on the area that holds the greatest amount of interest, value or appeal to you, so that your options can be better explored and understood, and your choices can be better clarified. 

SCIENTIFIC METHOD DEFINITION:

The METHODS OF SCIENCE are only tools, tools that we use to obtain knowledge about phenomena.

The SCIENTIFIC METHOD is a set of assumptions and rules about collecting and evaluating data.  The explicitly stated assumptions and rules enable a standard, systematic method of investigation that is designed to reduce bias as much as possible. Central to the scientific method is the collection of data, which allows investigators to put their ideas to an empirical test, outside of or apart from their personal biases.  In essence, stripped of all its glamour, scientific inquiry is nothing more THAN A WAY OF LIMITING FALSE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT NATURAL EVENTS.
Knowledge of which the credibility of a profession is based must be objective and verifiable (testable) rather than subjective and untestable.

SCIENCE is a mode of controlled inquiry to develop an objective, effective, and credible way of knowing.

The assumptions one makes regarding the basic qualities of human nature (that is, cogni-tive, affective, behavioral, and physiological processes) affect how one conceptualizes human behavior.

The two basic functions of scientific approach are to:  1)  advance knowledge, to make discoveries, and to learn facts in order to improve some aspect of the world; and   2)  to establish relations among events, develop theories, and this helps professionals to make predictions of future events.



Research Design and Counseling:  Heppner, Kivlighan, and Wampold

A THEORY is a large body of interconnected propositions about how some portion of the world operates; a HYPOTHESIS is a smaller body of propositions.  HYPOTHESES are smaller versions of theories.  Some are derived or born from theories.  Others begin as researchers’ hunches and develop into theories.

The PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE decrees we can only falsify, not verify (prove), theories because we can never be sure that any given theory provides the best explanation for a set of observations.



Research Method In Social Relations:  Kidder

THEORIES are not themselves directly proved or disproved by research. Even HYPOTHESES cannot be proved or disproved directly.  Rather, research may either support or fail to support a particular hypothesis derived from a theory.

Scientific research has four general goals: 1) to describe behavior;  2) to predict behavior;  3) to determine the causes of behavior; and  4) to understand or explain behavior.



Methods In Behavioral Research:
In order to verify the reliability and validity of scientific research it is important to repli-cate the results.  It is the preponderance of evidence that establishes/supports the theory.

AN EDUCATION IN THE MARIANIST TRADITION IS MARKED BY 5 PRINCIPLES:

Educate for Formation in Faith: Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between

reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor, coupled  with respectful humility, provides a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellect-ual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.

Provide an Excellent Education: In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes

the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual, and social quali-ties.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.  Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist universities two goals are pursued simultaneously: an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers. As Catholic, Marianist universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it. 

Educate in Family Spirit: Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have tradi-tionally spoken of this sense of family spirit. Marianist educational experience fosters the devel-opment of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.

Educate for Service, Justice and Peace:  The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply

committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the class-room with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized, and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.

Educate for Adaptation & Change:  In the midst of rapid social and technological change Mar- 

ianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated. The Marianist university faces the future confi-dently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be met.
