To develop advanced concept, skill and expression in 3D art.

To develop sensitivity to find uniqueness by re-evaluating common things and    apply it in non-traditional or highly personal way of desigh.

To become in charge of one’s projects’ outcome.

To develop awareness of how art affects people and environment.

To learn from each other appreciating each uniqueness. 


To learn to appreciate and enjoy process of work as the essential value of art.

Explaining each project at presentation.
