Catalog Description: This course guides the students in exploring the meaning of literacy and how it is taught with research-based strategies. Topics include a comprehensive view of the development of reading and writing from emergent to fluent stages; the role of oral language, culture, and new literacies; creating a literate environment; and developing expertise in using children’s literature to support learning in all areas of language arts: reading, writing, speaking, listening, viewing and visually representing. The emphasis is on lower elementary language arts, with next semester’s Elementary Language Arts II having a stronger focus on upper elementary.

Participation and Punctuality:  Submit assignments and arrive on time, and come to each class prepared for full participation (including eCollege work). To promote respectful participation, electronic devices are not allowed in class (for exceptions consult instructor).
Points will be deducted from overall total for problems in punctuality and participation. There could also be deductions for excessive absences as described below.  
Education Division Attendance Policy As stated in the Chaminade University Catalog, students are expected to attend all classes for courses in which they are registered. 
Students must follow the attendance policy as stipulated in the syllabus of Education Division courses. Penalties for not meeting the attendance requirements may result in lowering of the grade, withdrawal from the course, or failing the course.
1. Excused Absences. 
0. Since it is expected that students will participate in all class sessions, excused absences are only granted in exceptional situations where evidence is provided by the student to the instructor. Examples would include illness (with verification by a doctor) or the death of a close family member. Students should notify their instructors when a situation prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. While notification of the instructor by a student that he/she will be absent is courteous, it does not necessarily mean the absence will be excused. 
0. In cases where excused absences constitute a significant portion of course meetings (more than 20% of on-ground course meetings), the instructor should refer the case to the Dean with a recommendation on how the case should be handled. 
1. Unexcused Absences. Chaminade University policy states that in cases where unexcused absences are equivalent to more than a week of classes the instructor has the option of lowering the grade. In the Education Division we have added detailed guidelines to cover different types of courses and class schedules:
On-ground courses. When unexcused absences total more than 10% of the number of classes will result in a lowering of the overall grade by one letter grade. A student who misses 20% or more should withdraw or be administratively withdrawn.

Writing Standards:  All work submitted by Chaminade University students must meet the following writing standards.  Written assignments should:
1. Use correctly the grammar, spelling, punctuation, and sentence structure of Standard Written English.
1. Develop ideas, themes, and main points coherently and concisely.
1. Adopt modes and styles appropriate to their purpose and audience.
1. Be clear, complete, and effective.
1. Carefully analyze and synthesize material and ideas borrowed from sources.  In addition, the sources of the borrowed material should be correctly acknowledged to avoid plagiarism.

Plagiarism:  “Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one’s own.  Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following: Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgement to the author.  Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgement of the source of a text is always mandatory. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgement. Submitting as one’s own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.

Notes on Assignments 
“My Reading Life” paper – Write a personal narrative in approximately two pages about your earliest memories of reading. You might include who read to you, your feelings, early experiences in school and any favorite titles, authors or kinds of books from your childhood (up to about grade 3). Bring to second class or submit on eCollege before midnight August 26.
Signature Assignment (SA) – Lesson plan based on a children’s book: To document candidates’ progress toward the mastery of the requisite knowledge, skills and dispositions for teacher licensure, all required courses have a signature assignment. Signature assignments are assessed via a rubric linked to the relevant program learning outcome(s). All signature assignments must be submitted on LiveText, where candidates may view their assessment results and any comments from the instructor. The signature assignment for this course is lesson planning. Your plan is to be based on a children’s book of your choice; design and present to our class a lesson of approximately 30 minutes, week 11-14. Work alone or with a partner. Post on LT week 15.
Children’s Literature Assignment (2 parts): Library Visit: Visit the main public library and explore resources available; submit answers to questions 1-6, plus the pre-visit online notes.  Book File: Create and share with the class a record of at least 16 books for lower elementary children.  (You will add books for upper elementary children in ED321 next semester).  There should be two books for each of these eight genres: Realistic Fiction, Historical Fiction, Fantasy and Science Fiction, Biography and Autobiography, Nonfiction/informational, Picture Books, Poetry, and Traditional.  Files can be done in any format you choose (electronic or print). Details on both parts provided separately.
Textbook-based assignments: In most weeks, you will read a new chapter before our Tuesday class. Various learning experiences related to the chapters on both days, plus online work and two Praxis II-style multiple choice tests, week 7 and 14.
My Education Lab is the online supplement to our textbook.  Each week you are encouraged to maximize your learning by completing the practice tests, viewing the videos as directed in each chapter and end-of-chapter exercises. Before the end of Week Two, log on to  www.myeducationlab.com  . Use this as the class ID to register:  cm254046.    If you do not have a textbook with access, purchase it online ($25). For each chapter, use MyEducationLab.  The Study Plan Quiz, and Activities and Applications exercises (with videos) will be assigned and discussed in class. 
Miscellaneous – Includes guest speakers (followed by eCollege posts), integration of literacy with science and more as the course progresses.

Field Experiences: S-L, O&P   
 Service-Learning:  A minimum of 4 hours of volunteer literacy work with follow-up reflection on how the experience enhanced your learning about any aspect of the course.  Hours for O&P will be included with these 6 hours of service plus the reflection paper are completed by the end the course; the total would then be 12 or more hours of service- learning.  Complete S-L registration now at: http://www.chaminade.edu/service_learning/ .  Reflection on S-L will be a section of your final paper plus a visual which will be used in the next Service-Learning Day (last Friday in February). This could be a slide for a PowerPoint, a page for a collaborative class book or some other visual representation of your Service-Learning experience.  For information on possible money, see “ Students in Service” web site.
L. Robert Allan Montessori Preschool (on campus) – at least one hour during week 5 required as part of your S-L requirement. Sign up in class during week two. Subsequent visits may be arranged with the director, Fran DeMatteo.
Observation and Participation (O&P)  Six hours with all required paperwork completed (50 points).  On eCollege, submit two reports on what you see, learn and think about the literacy teaching and learning you observe. Look for connections to course content and refer to at least one page # from our textbook in each report. Complete two on-line discussions in which you share your experience with classmates; see eCollege for details (100 points total).  
Additional information about the assignments will be provided throughout the semester.  In the Weekly Schedule found on the following page, some assignments have a day indicated.  Because eCollege will be used frequently for reminders and updates on assignments, it is important that you check there regularly, especially weekends.
