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Catalog Course Description

Use of accounting data to make management decisions.  Students will learn how accounting information is used to plan and control operations.  Volume-cost-profit analysis, cost estimation, short and long term financial decisions are studied from a managerial perspective.

 

Course Objectives
 
This course is intended to provide students with the basic accounting knowledge to make managerial decisions.  Emphasis is placed on understanding basic accounting terminology and concepts and their practical application to business managers.

 

Accounting is a very difficult subject area.  Consequently, students will be expected to contribute a significant amount of time outside of the classroom during the quarter.  It is expected that students will need to spend a minimum of 10 – 15 hours per week outside of class to succeed in this course.

Exams

As indicated on the course schedule, there will be two midterm exams worth 100 points each.  Exams are closed book/closed notes; however, students will be allowed to use three 8 ½ x 11 papers (front and back) to use as “cheat sheets” for each exam.  The “cheat sheets” must be hand-written (i.e. no pages typed in 2 point font).

Each of the midterm exams will be 90 minutes in duration at the beginning of the class period.  Please note that class will continue after the completion of the exam.
The midterm exams are standardized for all sections of MBA 610 and any curving of the scores, if necessary, will be based on the results of all sections.

Final Exam

The final exam will be cumulative and will cover Chapters 1 - 13.  The exam will be an in-class exam and is intended to take 3 hours.  The final exam is closed book/closed notes, however students will be allowed to use 10 8 ½ x 11 papers (front and back) to use as “cheat sheets” for the exam. The final exam is worth 100 points.
Daily Quiz
A daily quiz will be given at the beginning of class every week.  Successful completion of the daily quiz will result in 1 point.  However, failure to take a daily quiz because of absence will result in a negative 40 point deduction and failure to take a daily quiz due to tardiness will result in a deduction of 10 points each.
Students are allowed one absence and one tardy without penalty; the second occurrence of each will result in the above penalties.
