This is an undergraduate/graduate-level laboratory course designed to accompany FS 340/540, the Crime Scene Investigation lecture course.  During this course, students will receive practical experience in the various techniques used in processing a crime scene.  This will involve a series of laboratory exercises and mock crime scenes.

OBJECTIVES:
Upon completion of the course you will be able to:

1. Approach a crime scene methodically

2. Create crime scene diagrams and present the data in court

3. Recognize and properly document different types of evidence

4. Document crime scenes completely and accurately

5. Become familiar with specialized requirements for collection and preservation of different classes of evidence

6. Understand the various procedures involved from entry to the crime scene until the case is completed

During outdoor laboratory exercises, students must abide by the following rules:

1. Wear close-toed shoes

2. Wear clothing appropriate for actual crime-scene processing.  No bare shoulders, mid-riff or clothing above the knee

3. Hats, sunscreen and water are suggested for working in the sun

4. There is no eating or drinking within crime scene boundaries, but you may have something to drink outside those boundaries.  

FOOD:

No food or beverages are allowed in the laboratory or within the boundaries of the mock crime scenes.
