Course Description
This course will examine the impact various technologies can have on the learning experience for K-12 students and how they can enhance a teacher’s curriculum, productivity and instructional methods.  Topics will range from standards and policies regarding appropriate use and management of technologies to classroom environments and instructional methods incorporating technology. 
Prerequisite Knowledge
Since this is an online course, students should have basic proficiently in the following:
· Basic computer skills. 
· Management of electronic files (e.g. saving, locating etc.)
· Type a paper using a word processor (preferably MS Word).
· Creating a presentation using MS PowerPoint.
· Sending email, attachments and searching the Internet.
Course Goals
The primary goal of this course is to engage the student in critical and reflective thought about the effective use of different technologies in the classroom. Specifically, the course seeks to:
· Demonstrate how educational technology is used in modern day classrooms.
· Examine how electronic systems should be used responsibly including acceptable use policies.
· Demonstrate how educators use electronic technology in classroom communities locally and globally to share research and projects.
· Examine factors that make a classroom conducive for learning.
· Examine instructional strategies utilizing various technologies.
· Leadership and management of instructional technology efforts.
Course Objectives and Learning Outcomes
Upon successful completion of the course, the student will be able to:
· Define and illustrate the concepts and strategies used in applying the use of educational technologies.
· Develop practical applications of educational technology in the classroom.
· Demonstrate a professional orientation toward the proper and ethical use of electronic information.
· Focus on student-centered practice in using technologies.
· Demonstrate knowledge of responsible use of information systems and Acceptable Use Policies (AUP).
· Effectively use the Internet, computers, and other technological applications to investigate and conduct research on current literature that relates to educational technology research and leadership.

The assignments consist of reading designated chapters in the text, participating in threaded discussions, completing written learning activities and completing a final project.

Grading Criteria
Formative Grading Criteria
Formative grading criteria as used in this course relate to the particulars of an on-going evaluation based on the quality of:
· Participation in the online discussions with classmates and instructor.   Postings must have relevance, not just brief remarks. They must demonstrate that you have read the chapter and classmate’s postings.
· Written assignments.
Evaluation of Written Assignments
Written assignments will be evaluated according to the following criteria:
· Organization: Evidence of a logical and meaningful consistency in the structure of the response to the assignment, evidence of planned presentation having a clear flow from the beginning, through the middle, to the conclusion.
· Completeness: Evidence of having covered all parts of the assignment.
· Content: Evidence of having developed the response from significant concepts and insights gained from the readings, drawing upon relevant theories and literature, and citing sources in APA form and style as appropriate.
· Relevance: Maintenance of pointed and clear relationships in response to the assignment, avoidance of digression from the main points of the assignment, avoidance of boilerplate or filler material, and avoidance of redundant matter and educational jargon.
· Cogency: Depth and breadth of insight, reasoning, and understanding exhibited in the response through the integration of thought and argument.
Online Threaded Discussions
Please keep in mind that one of the unique qualities of an online course is learning from each other and discovering things on your own.  The instructor falls more into the role of a facilitator instead of one who merely provides information.
Each week you will be expected to take part in the threaded discussion sessions. There will be one or more threaded-discussion questions posted each week by the instructor in the Discussion links.
Weekly Chapter Reflections
Each week, students will be required to provide reactions or impressions from the assigned chapter from the text.  This is not a summary, but a way to express and share knowledge or personal experience relating to a portion of the chapter.  Feel free to agree or disagree with what you read, but provide substantial information to support your position.
You must respond to at least one other student reflection along with posting your own.  Your responses must be meaningful and not merely agreeing or posting a short statement.  Giving alternate views or providing new information helps the learning process.

Response to Weekly Topic (s)
One or more questions relating specifically to the reading material or other sourceswill be posted by the instructor and must be answered by each student. You must actively participate in all discussions facilitated by the instructor. If you do not participate fully, points will be deducted. 
Students must also respond to at least one classmate during the week.  Simple answers such as “I agree with you too” are not acceptable!  I encourage all to share work or personal experiences and provide alternate perspectives to issues.

Product Review
In addition to responding to the weekly topics, I will require all students to post a product review on designated weeks.  The review can be about any type of technology to support a school activity either administrative or in the classroom.  Each posting must offer an explanation of how the chosen technology could be used in a school or classroom and the Web site or source.  

You must respond to at least one classmate’s review!   

Course Requirements
The student will demonstrate achievement of the course performance objectives by completing all required assignments at an acceptable level. Course grades are made up of the following components, weighted as indicated:

Distinguished Category (Grade of A=4 points): Reserved for exceptional students. The student is superior in all areas of writing, presentations, and participation. Required research and assignments are superior in both content and writing with outstanding observations and explanations; use of complex, strong vocabulary, appropriate use of APA form and style. Student demonstrates scholarly demeanor, and interest in learning beyond the standard expectation. All papers are turned in on time and the student is actively participates in all activities.
In sum, this level of paper would show: very few errors with proper grammar, spelling, and punctuation; clear focus and use of historic present tense and appropriate tone; depth and complexity of ideas – details, reflection, analysis, and thought; use of references indicating substantial research; use of a variety of sentence length and structure (follows APA form and style).
Commendable Category (Grade of B= 3 points): Very good in all areas producing the expected reports, writings, and presentations as per the standards established by Chaminade University’s School of Education.  The majority of the assignments are turned in on time.
In sum, this level of paper would show: Some errors in grammar, spelling, and punctuation; grammatical errors do not interfere with communication; focused on a purpose – suitable tone and use of historic present; depth of ideas supported by relevant details; use of references indicates ample research; logical organization; controlled and varied sentence structure – acceptable and effective language.
Acceptable or Average Category (Grade of C=2 points): Performance is acceptable and meets the minimum requirements. Lack of active participation, student does not demonstrate adequate knowledge of the subject matter at the time of final grading. Assignments are not turned in on time.
In sum, this level of paper would show: Attempt to establish and maintain purpose and communicate with the audience; unelaborated idea development and repetitious details; use of few references; use of non-current literature; lapses in focus and coherence; use of simplistic, imprecise, and awkward sentences and language.
Unsatisfactory Category (Grade of F = 0 Points): In sum, this level of paper would show: Limited awareness of purpose and development of ideas; use of unrelated detail; use of few references; use of non-current literature; organization is random and weak; incorrect and ineffective wording and sentence structure; errors in sentence structure; lacks use of proper grammar and format.
General Information for Written Assignments
Papers should be appropriately formatted, turned in on time, typed, and free of typographical, spelling, and grammatical errors. Read and study the APA Manual.  Pay particular attention to the sections that deal with constructing references, headings, how to write and phrase ideas, making tables, etc.
Papers must have one-inch margins around, a cover sheet in APA form and style, and a page of references. Page numbers should start on the second page; the first page (i.e. the cover sheet) should be suppressed. The page numbers should appear on the top right margin without regard to the 1-inch margin rule. Be sure to adhere to the paper length requirement and due dates stated in each learning activity. Failure to comply with any of the above requirements will result in lower grades on your papers. 
Written Assignments
Assignment 1
	This assignment is due by Sept. 18, Saturday.
Write a three page double-spaced paper describing how your future school or grade level could use computers for administrative functions or curriculum enhancement.  Use information gathered from the text, media or research findings about technologies that you feel could apply to your educational setting.  Provide at least two sources.
Assignment 2
This assignment is due by October 9, Saturday.
Write a paper (3-4 pages, double spaced) that examines how educational technologies besides your typical desktop/laptop computers have been integrated into a specific grade level or classroom.  This could be the grade level you teach or a different one.  The technologies can range from low-tech educational tools to the latest technologies available.  Provide examples of any curriculum activities, student success stories and problems.  Please include at least two external citations.

Assignment 3
This assignment is due by November 6, Saturday.
Using the Internet, locate and read two articles that relate to the topic of using the Internet as a teaching tool. For each article:
a. Include the title, URL and date accessed.
b. Write a short summary (no more than three paragraphs) indicating the art   	icle‘s main points.
c. Explain why the strategy would work or would not work in your classroom or     school.
d. Critically evaluate the implications of each article.
This paper should not exceed four pages; the majority of the paper should be spent addressing items (c) and (d). 

Technology Proposal
This assignment is due by December 4, Saturday.
Develop and write a proposal that you could give to your future administration regarding the implementation of an educational technology project that could benefit your classroom, grade level or school.   You can use information from your text or from other sources. Provide at least three external citations. This paper should be at least eight pages in length, double-spaced and include the following:
a. Problem statement:  Why is your plan necessary?
b. Resources required and costs.
c. Predicted problems (e.g. budgetary, administrative, resistance, technology infrastructure etc.).	
d. Development of policies and guidelines.
e. Predicted benefits (improved student performance, retention, record keeping, motivation etc.).
f. How you plan to evaluate such a plan.
